STUDY SESSION TO CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF A CITY
COUNCIL SUB-COMMITTEE AND CITY STAFF REGARDING A PROPOSAL
TO ENTER INTO AN EXCLUSIVE RIGHT TO NEGOTIATE AGREEMENT FOR
THE PURPOSE OF NEGOTIATING A LEASE AND MANAGEMENT
AGREEMENT FOR THE VALLEJO MUNICIPAL MARINA

A presentation was made by the Marina Council Committee on their
recommendation to consider a contract with a private company for the operation
and development of the Marina.

Mark Akaba, Public Works Director, presented the Council with an overview of
the history of the Vallejo Municipal Marina. Mr. Akaba also presented some of the
major issues the Marina is currently facing, including low occupancy rates, the
poor condition of the Marina and inadequate staffing of the berthing facilities.

Rob Stout, City Finance Director, delivered a brief report of the outstanding debt
of the Marina, which is approximately $18 million. Over the last five years the
operating loss of the Marina has been $500,000 per year.

Mark Akaba presented the sub-committee’s recommendations:

a) To proceed with the exclusive right to negotiate with Almar Pacific
Marina to determine if the goals can be achieved.

b) The Council sub-committee will continue to meet with staff to continue
to receive periodic status updates and to provide policy direction to staff
conducting negotiations. .

c) A representative of the Marina Advisory Committee, comprised mostly
of Marina berthers will be invited to attend future sub-committee
meetings and briefings.

Mr. Akaba also presented the details of the proposed contract for negotiating with
an outside management firm.

Tom Hogan, President of Pacific Marina Development, represented his company
to the Council. He gave a brief resume of his company’s business throughout
California.

Tom Sinclair, City Project Manager on this project, gave a report on the staff's
reference checks on the two top candidate firms who bid on the management
proposal. This included some discussion on the site visits made to three cities,
Emeryville (Marina’s International), Martinez (Almar), and Richmond (Almar and
PMD co-manage). Staff met with the other city's staff and managers to compare
services of the firms.

Ron Gaul commented on the City’s decision to go with the proposal of Almar
after he made what he felt was a competitive bid. He believes that the City has
ignored him and doesn’t understand why the City would not choose a local
manager for the management of the Marina. He hopes that the City’s choice to
go with Almar will not result in a big cost to the City.

Scott Botamy expressed concern about the rent increasing by 20 percent and
staffing decrease from four to three full-time staff. He expressed his concem with
the City choosing to hire private management of the Marina. He would like to see
the City try to continue to manage the Marina.

Mr. Sinclair addressed the issues that were raised by Mr. Gaul and Mr. Botamy
by highlighting the process used to evaluate the proposals.

In response to a question from Councilmember Davis, Mr. Hogan explained that
PMD is the developing partner of Almar/PMD and Almar is the
operating/managing firm. He also stated that Almar and PMD form a separate
partnership for each individual property.

Councilmember Davis commented on keeping the rental rates competitive to the
market. He also stated that Aimar/PMD should be paid out of net revenues after
all expenses, including debt service and a reserve for capital improvements.

Councilmember Bartee agreed with Mr. Botamy’s comments on potentially losing
some customer service by contracting out marina development and
management. Councilmember Bartee asked Mr. Stout to define the categories of
the annual debt for 2005 and the projections for 2006.

Mr. Stout explained that the $18 million deficit is attributed to the outstanding
bonds that were allocated to the Marina for the upgrades and dredging. Mr. Stout
also clarified the reorganization of accounting procedures for the Marina, which
included a change in depositing rental fees into a state mandated Lands
Commission fund that previously went into the general fund. He went on to
explain that staff is currently doing a study to find out if those funds can be used
to help pay the deficit of the Marina.

Councilmember Bartee asked if $200,000 per year is the current amount of
“charges that go against the Marina for administrative support for City staff.

Mr. Akaba confirmed that this was correct.

Councilmember Bartee suggested that if the rental fees were increased, it would
lower the debt rather than relying on an outside source. He also stated that he
supports making improvements to the Marina, but believes that we should
consider leasing only a percentage of the Marina to Aimar/PMD to achieve those
same goals. Councilmember Bartee expressed his concern about outsourcing
the development and management to the Marina, and stated that he was not in
favor of this resolution, but would like the City to try to work out a partnership with
Almar/PMD.
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Councilmember Sunga asked Mr. Thompson to address the questions raised by
Mr. Gaul concerning his bid for the management and development of the Marina.

Mr. Thompson stated that he did not see his actual proposal.

Councilmember Sunga stated that he feels it is important for the City to continue
negotiating with Almar/PMD. He also stated that if changing the management
and development of the Marina to Almar/PMD will eliminate the spending of
$500,000 of the general fund, then he fully supports it. He further commented
that it is important that all of the stakeholders, including the berthers, be
represented in the negotiations.

Councilmember Cloutier stated that in order for the Marina to become profitable
there has to be a very large capital investment and a substantial part of the debt
has to be paid down, and the City simply can not do that. In addition to that, the
debt on the Marina is impacting the City’s bonding capacity for other projects,
including developing the downtown area. He stated that he feels entering into
these negotiations is certainly an option that the City should be considering.

Councilmember Gomes asked how much the City has spent to date on Mr.
Sinclair’s services.

Mr. Thompson stated that the first phase of this contract was approximately
$12,000.

Councilmember Gomes stated that she was happy to see the Almar/PMD would
be taking on half of the professional services cost. She also stated that she
would like to change the language of the contract for professional services so
that the Council would be able to have input on the consultant’s hourly rates.
Councilmember Gomes further stated that, while she doesn’t support
privatization, after doing her own research on other cities and how they manage
their marinas, she found that many cities had the same problems as the City of
Vallejo and that they also contracted services out and were successful. She
asked if there would be guaranteed public access.

Mr. Thompson stated that their intention was to develop all the business points.
The subcommittee has agreed to serve as the guiding force on all the business
points and they would assure that public access is one of those goals.

Councilmember Gomes asked if the Vallejo Yacht Club was on City owned
property, if there is a lease with the Vallejo Yacht Club, and how much that lease
is.

Mr. Thompson replied that the Vallejo Yacht Club was on City owned property
and there is a lease with the Yacht Club for $1 per year.

Mr. Thompson stated that this is the next step in approving the exclusive rights to
negotiate and also the contracts for legal and financial project management
assistance.

Jim Rhode stated that he was against outsourcing the management of the
Marina; specifically he does not approve of the request for funding for legal and
financial management services.

RESOLUTION NO. 06-110 N.C. offered by Councilmember Davis 1) of Intention
to amend the fiscal year 2005-2006 Marina fund budget by transferring eighty
thousand dollars ($80,000) from fund balance to increase the “professional
services” expenditure budget for legal and financial consulting services; 2)
authorizing the execution of an Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement with
Almar Marina Management/Pacific Marina Development for a lease and
management agreement for the Vallejo Municipal Marina; 3) approving a
consultant and professional services agreement with Morrison & Foerster for
legal services, and 4) approving a consultant and professional services
agreement with Sinclair & Associates for project management and financial
analysis services.

C. TRANSPORTATION BUDGET UPDATE

Rob Stout, City Finance Director, gave an overview of the City’s transportation
system finances. This included a report on the transportation fund, which was
$21.740 million in revenues, expenditures of $22.924 million for an operating
deficit of $1.184 million. Mr. Stout also explained the different loan types that the
Transportation Department is currently using.

George Untell, Transportation Analyst, stated that if no action was taken tonight,
the transportation fund would have a structural deficit of approximately $1 million
to $1.5 million per year. He also explained that although the ferry system has had
an increase in ridership and a corresponding increase in revenues, overall the
farebox revenues and the annual government subsidies have been flat, with no
change expected in the near future. He also explained that the rise in fuel prices
has been a major contributing factor in the transportation system’s budget deficit.
Other important factors that are affecting the deficit are the need to replace
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several buses in the fleet, upgrades needed for the ferry fleet, contracts with the
para-transit operators, and high costs of maintenance of the current fleet. Mr.
Untall also presented the Transportation System’s budget deficit reduction plan.

Vice Mayor Pearsall asked if discontinuing the El Cerrito Del Norte, Fairfield, and
Vacaville Routes would diminish the budget deficit for the Transportation System
and therefore not cause an increase in current fares.

Mr. Untell explained that the approximate total cost for the El Cerrito Del Norte,
Fairfield, and Vacaville Routes is $800,000. This indicated that discontinuing the
service would relieve the budget deficit.

Councilmember Cloutier asked how much the ferry operating cost is contributing
to the overall deficit of the Transportation Fund. He also asked why the City of
Vallejo's fare recovery rate was at 60 percent, which seemed fairly high.

According to the report submitted, the ferry’s contribution to the deficit is
$600,000. Mr. Untell explained that the ferry’s farebox recovery rate is relatively
high due to the current fares.

Councilmember Sunga asked if discontinuing the El Cerrito Del Norte, Fairfield,
and Vacaville Routes would affect any of the Transportation Systems federal
grants.

Mr. Untell explained that discontinuing those routes would affect only the federal
grants that support that service and not the overall Transportation System'’s
federal grant monies.

Councilmember Bartee asked if the Sunday bus route service affects the
Transportation System'’s budget deficit. He also asked when the ridership survey
would be completed, if the ferry was included, and what was the cost of one
roundtrip of the ferry.

Mr. Untell replied that the Transportation System is currently conducting a
ridership study to address that issue, but he did not have any specific information
on that service to answer Councilmember Bartee’s question. He felt that after the
study there will be a clearer indication of which routes and services could be
changed or cancelled.

A STUDY SESSION TO DISCUSS GENERAL FUND FINANCIAL PROJECTION
THROUGH JUNE 30, 2010, AND PROCESS FOR RETURNING TO THE CITY
COUNCIL ON FEBRUARY 12, 2008 WITH RECOMMENDED APPROACH TO
ENSURE LONG TERM FISCAL SOLVENCY

Mayor Davis explained that there has been a great deal of concern expressed about the
City’s financial projections and this study session is an opportunity for the public to
provide input and ask questions about the budget.

Craig Whittom, Assistant City Manager-Community Development, stated that the fiscal
status projects that the reserves will run out later in the fiscal year. This matter must be
addressed diligently. Staff's schedule is to come back to the City Council no later than
February 12, 2008, with a recommendation for expenditure reductions and revenue
enhancements that can be identified and any modifications to labor agreements that are
negotiated. He stated that Staff has presented the background information to the
bargaining groups and they are scheduled to meet again on December 20. A closed
session on labor negotiations is scheduled after tonight’s study session. The first critical
point for the community, the Council, the labor groups is to understand where the City is
financially, have questions answered, assumptions challenged and have an open
discussion regarding the issue we are trying to solve.

Mr. Whittom introduced Department Managers Rob Stout, Finance Director, Susan
Mayer, Assistant Finance Director, Robert Nichelini, Police Chief, Russ Sherman, Interim
Fire Chief and Gary Leach, Public Works Director who are available to answer questions.
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Robert Stout, Finance Director, stated that the budget that was adopted in June 2007 was
$258 million; $85 million of that is the General Fund. He stated that at the December 18,
2007 Council meeting, Council is being asked to increase the staffing in the Fire
Department to reflect the recent decision for minimum staffing of 28 fire fighters; adopt
the budget reductions presented by the City Manager last fall which amounts to slightly
more than $3 million; revise revenue estimates that were done in November; adjustments
in other funds to reflect grants, etc.

Mr. Stout referred to attachment B1, General Fund Fund Balance Projection, which
presents a history of Fiscal Years 2005-2006 through 2008 and projections for 2008
through 2010. Mr. Stout explained the format which shows how the costs are spread in
the General Fund, noting that it consists mostly of salary and benefits in the amount of
$77.8 million. He noted the deficits in 2006 and 2007.

Council recessed from 5:12 to 5:22 to allow staff an opportunity to make copies of
Attachment B for the public. Upon reconvening, all Councilmembers were present.

Mr. Stout continued explaining Attachment B1 stating that the project deficit is $5.3 million
for 2007-t2008. He explained the revenue and expenditure projections for the next year.
Mr. Stout explained Attachment B, Net Program Costs for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.

Councilmember Schiviey referred to the projections for fiscal Year 2009-2010 and stated
that a four percent increase in revenue is extremely optimistic. The economists are
predicting that the real estate market will not turn around until the end of 2009 which
means the City will not see an increase in the General Fund until December 2010. She
stated that she does not want to base a decision on a figure that probably will not
materialize.

Mr. Stout agreed with Councilmember Schiviey and stated that revenue projections are
difficult to do and rather than doing monthly “piece meal” adjustments, when the final
estimate is presented to Council in February they will have another complete schedule
which will be much more accurate and will reflect everything through December except
sales tax. We cannot afford at this time to over-estimate the revenues.

Councilmember Gomes asked why the revenues were “bumped up” in light of the
economy. Mr. Stout explained that 60 days ago, they thought the economy had a good
chance of turning around in late 2008 or early 2009—that it would return to the historic
norm.

Mr. Stout described the information included in the budget packet.

At the request of Mayor Davis, Mr. Stout explained the water funds as they relate to
Proposition 218. Susan Mayer, Assistant Finance Director explained the use of
Redevelopment Agency funds.

Councilmember Schivley thanked staff for their hard work. She referred to page B4.1(b),
Economic Development, and stated that there are three management districts listed, and
asked if the City does the bookkeeping for these districts, and if so, why are we not
collecting an administrative fee. She then questioned mobile home fees under Economic
Development, and stated that if this is the administrative charge that is being collected it
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does not belong under revenue. This is a separate fee to be used for legal fees and
consultants for mobile home park residents who are contributing this. Disbursements
from this account require City Council approval. She asked that this be corrected for
future reports.

Speakers: Chelle Stockman questioned the assets on page B 7.3(b) what kind of funds
the monies are invested in, how secure are they, and are the fiscal projections based on
those revenues that could be earned. She asked that if the Council will be voting on labor
negotiations or the Redevelopment Agency that the citizens be allowed extra time to learn
about these matters so they will know how to ask Council to adequately represent them.

Mr. Whittom and Mr. Stout responded to Ms. Stockman’s questions.

Councilmember Schivley asked what PERS investments are relative to the subprime.
Mr. Stout stated that staff talked to PERS last week to discuss various ways of reducing
the City’'s PERS payments. The PERS representative said we will not see 18 percent
earnings in PERS this year. It will be a much flatter number. They are not projecting
much change in the PERS rate.

John Osborne stated that staff should add additional line items that attempt to make up
the balance, such as transfers from the Marina, City vehicles, Library, and eliminate the
RDA and turn the money over to the General Fund. Also, eliminate any expenditures for
food and bottled water and make sure employees are not using vehicles for other than
required duties. Mr. Osborne addressed land sales noting that both the City and the
Redevelopment Agency own a lot of land and some of it is poorly utilized.

Mr. Whittom stated that staff is not presenting their ideas on how to close the gap. They
will be back to Council by February 12 after talking with the labor groups and encouraging
them to provide ideas on how to solve this very significant issue. Staff's objective in
bringing a combination of expenditure reductions and modifications to labor agreements
back is because staff can demonstrate to Council that on June 30, they can see how the
City’s General Fund will be in good order. Staff does not want to present a means of
identifying $3-$4 million in cuts that gets the City through July 1 and then in the fall come
back again recommending how to solve getting from September 2008 to June 2009. He
further stated that the contracts with the labor groups are through the year 2010 and they
are binding on the City. Staff feels confident that the labor groups will be part of the
solution to this problem.

Mr. Whittom stated that the items referred to by Mr. Osborne expand the spectrum of
policy options that the City Council has. Staff will attempt over the next two months when
they work with Council and the Community on what the options are, to explain what the
risks and consequences are with the options. The City has significant constraints in
terms of how compensation is adjusted. There is little flexibility without the agreement of
the labor groups because of binding contracts through the year 2010.

Mayor Davis requested staff provide Council with a memo on December 18 concerning
transfer back from the Transportation or the Marina, the issue of the vehicles and
replacement vehicles, the age of the vehicle, the condition, and how often do we replace
them, so there is a comprehensive response to the questions.
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Mark Garman questioned what impact the pending take-over of the ferry service has on
the general fund. He also questioned the City's bond rating and what impact the bond
rating will have on the City’s ability to borrow money in the future.

Mr. Stout responded stating that the state take-over of the City's ferry system will not
impact the general fund.

Mr. Stout stated that the City does not have a bond rating. He explained why.

J. D. Miller referred to the figures on schedule B-1 stating that if we look at the projected
revenue and salary and benefit expenditures for the years 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 ,
the total for benefit and wages are equal to the total general fund. He stated that the City
needs to focus on what strategies can be followed in order to reduce the expenses.

Allen Wildermuth asked if we have any unfunded liability for retirement benefits and if so,
what is it?

Mr. Stout replied yes, referred to the actuarial study (page B-6-3c) and explained stating
that the liability is $85 million for the promise that has been made to the employees to
pay for the retiree medical benefits. If we don’t prefund, so the money is not earning
interest over the life, that liability is $135 million.

Sam Kurshan questioned whether public safety salaries and benefits concession if made
would resolve the City’s financial crisis and if yes, does the City have a specific number to
present to the labor groups to ask them to concede.

Mr. Whittom responded to Mr. Kurshan's question reiterating his previous comments
about the binding contracts with the labor groups. He stated that there is no specific
number. Staff has attempted to detail the City’s current expenditure obligations and what
the estimate is for future salary increases. Anything the City does with the labor groups
will require compromise and a recognition of the situation the City is in. This must be
negotiated.

Councilmember Gomes stated that this is the first time this Council will have met in
closed session concerning negotiations with the labor unions. She stated that she has
been on the Council for two years and staff has been trying to negotiate with the labor
unions, unsuccessfully. She looks forward to starting this process again and hopefully
seeing some progress. She stated that public safety is the biggest cost, noting that as of
2007-2008 public safety will be 76 percent of the City’s budget.

Mayor Davis stated that we cannot balance the budget without working with labor groups
across the board.

Katy Miessner addressed prefunding the retiree benefit liability noting that selling the
City’s lake system has been suggested as one way of funding this. She asked about the
consequences of selling the lake system. She also asked if owning the lake system helps
the City and what would happen if we were to sell them and how much revenue would
we lose if we sold them or any other property.
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Mr. Whittom responded stating that the staff is working on four-five surplus City
properties; however, this is one-time funding and this will be a policy decision that Council
will have to make: whether the money should be used on one-time expenditures or as a
means of solving an on-going imbalance between revenues and expenditures. The lake
surplus property was not a part of the fiscal year 2007-2008 surplus properties. They
have done further research on this and the preliminary analysis indicates that any
revenue that was achieved through a sale of that property would be obligated to be
returned to the water fund and would not flow to the general fund. There has been
expressed interest by environmental groups on the acquisition of some of that surplus
property and staff expects to bring this to Council in February.

Mayor Davis requested that Council and the public be provided with the information in
enough time to allow for a public study session so citizens can ask questions.

Councilmember Gomes referred to a document presented to Council tonight which
analyzed the use of redevelopment tax increment funds for public safety services and
asked if this document could be provided to the public.

Mr. Soley, City Attorney, stated that the document could be released to the pubilic.
3. CLOSED SESSION

The Council met in closed session from 6:35 to 7:30 p.m. in the Mayor’'s Conference Room. All
Councilmembers were present. Not action was taken at the conclusion of the closed session.

Don Hazen, Planning Manager, acknowledged that this is Katherine Donovan’s last day with the
City of Vallejo and commended her for six and a half years of hard work.

Mr. Hazen reported that the proposed rezoning of the site is to change from industrial storage to
planned development residential and will achieve consistency with the General Plan designation
for the site, which is high density residential. He gave a brief overview of the proposed structure
of the condominiums and amenities. He stated that there would be no significant environmental
impacts with standard mitigation measures for this project. Mr. Hazen summarized the
November 19, 2007 Planning Commission meeting at which they reviewed these items in
addition to a subdivision map and a request for a minor exception. The minor exception was for
two design features, and eight inch reduction on the interior garage space and to eliminate the
requirement for on-site guest parking and allow the five guest parking spaces to be provided on
the street. The Planning Commission recommended approval of the resolution and approval of
the other items contingent upon Council approval.

Mr. Peterman, Chair of the Planning Commission, stated that the Commission was in favor of
this project because it provided open space and a common space for people to get together.
The fences around the houses are low, so they feel that would encourage interaction as well.
The Commission felt that the property will provide affordable housing for mid-level income

families.

Councilmember Hannigan stated that this project represents an excellent example of an in-fill
development project for the City of Vallejo. She was pleased with the discussions that occurred
at the Planning Commission and she approves of the project.

Councilmember Sunga asked for a brief summary of the reason for the objection to this proposed
project by the Planning Commission.

Mr. Hazen explained that the Commission Member who opposed the project felt that the project
was very close to Vallejo High School and that potentially there would be high school students
utilizing the common public areas. That Commissioner also was concerned about the number of
people who would be living in the area.

Councilmember Sunga asked if this project was market driven. .

Mr. Leach replied that this is an active project and the applicant is anxious to move forward.
When they receive the necessary entitlements they would be willing to proceed to the building
permit stage.

Councilmember Bartee expressed his support for the project stating that this project would
certainly improve the neighborhood.
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Mayor Davis stated his concern about the construction project and adhering to the monitoring
program to properly mitigate for air quality. Another concern was about the project and
maintaining the landscaping beyond the first few years.

Fred Sessler, representing the owner of the property, stated that his team’s intention is to fulfill
the opportunity of in-fill and smart growth for the City of Vallejo.

Glen Gordon, Project Developer, stated that the team plans to be aggressive, although there
seems to be a weakness in the housing market right now, their intention is to bring to the market
a product in a price range that there will be sufficient interest in. In response to Mayor Davis’
concerns, he explained that they do plan to address the landscaping and condition of the
properties among the homeowners and the Homeowner’s Association.

Susie Dukett expressed her concerns about the existing complexes which are unsightly. She
stated that the neighborhood experiences a relatively high crime rate, and parking issues exist.
She asked if any studies had been conducted to address these issues for the proposed project.

Mr. Hazen replied that the project had been presented to the Police Department and they
consented to the design of the project.

Katherine Donovan, Lead Project Planner, explained that there had been a meeting with the
neighborhood to discuss concerns and there was good attendance.

Councilmember Schiviey stated that this property is a good example of the several properties in
the City that are underutilized and is a perfect example of in-fill and smart growth. She supports
the project.

Mayor Davis stated that this is an ideal opportunity to improve our City from within. This is an
area that is somewhat blighted and in need of a facelift, and this is a perfect project. He applauds
the applicant for this project and thanked the Planning Commission for their diligent efforts in
examining this project.

Craig Whittom, Assistant City Manager/Community Development, introduced members of the
Redevelopment Agency who prepared the report and made note of the distribution of missing pages
from the report to Council. Mr. Whittom stated that a more in depth discussion with Council about the
Redevelopment Agency is expected to take place in the January/February timeframe.

Annette Taylor, Project Manager, briefly covered the eight components of the Redevelopment Agency’s
state mandated annual report. She reported that they were required to submit a summary of available
funds of the merged areas which consist of Vallejo Central, Waterfront, Marina Vista, and Flosden
Areas.

Councilmember Wilson asked for an update on the Blight Alleviation Program and asked for more
information about the Downtown Fagade Improvement Program.

Ms. Taylor explained that the reason there was only one item in the Blight Report for this year is
because of the Grow Vallejo Fund, which was not in effect until fiscal year 2007-2008, and was not
included in the packet. The Fagade Improvement Program is still ongoing, but due to a loss in
personnel that program is on hold; there are currently two on-going applicants.

Susan McCue, Economic Development Manager, stated that anyone interested in either of the
programs can contact the Redevelopment Agency for applications and support in applying to the
program.

Referring to the Blight Alleviation Programs, Mr. Whittom stated that staff anticipates addressing
potential projects in the Flosden Area related to a two year allocation that the former Council put into
place with CDBG funds. The first year focus for neighborhood revitalization is the City Park area with
CDBG funds. The second year, 2008-2009, is focused in the Flosden/Country Club Crest Area, and
staff anticipates utilizing Redevelopment Agency resources, and possibly leveraging the CDBG funds
with Redevelopment Agency funds to make Blight Alleviation Program impacts in that area. These
programs are anticipated to come to the Redevelopment Agency in the late spring/early summer.

B. GENERAL FUND FINANCIAL PROJECTION THROUGH JUNE 30, 2010,
PROCESS FOR RETURNING TO THE CITY COUNCIL ON FEBRUARY
12, 2008 WITH RECOMMENDED APPROACH TO ENSURE LONG
TERM FISCAL SOLVENCY AND CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION
AMENDING THE FISCAL YEAR 2007-2008 BUDGET

Craig Whittom, Assistant City Manager, stated that staff has provided a Question and Answer sheet to
address some of the questions that were presented at last night’s study session.

Rob Stout gave a PowerPoint presentation about the issues related to the general fund financial
projections. The presentation included a financial projection through June 30, 2010, (included a
discussion of the proposed process to resolve immediate and long-term financial process, and staff
recommendations). He stated that if the City does not take any action to address this issue, the
accumulated deficit would be from $1.1 million in FY 2007 up to $22.6 million by 2010. In February,
staff will provide the Council with a five-year projection, updated revenue projections, and a
comprehensive set of recommendation to resolve the financial problems. Mr. Stout also presented
some of the processes to resolve this issue, which include adopting the budget recommendations
presented tonight, working with labor groups to achieve understanding, negotiating with labor on
expenditure reductions, and identifying further reductions to achieve fiscal stability. Mr. Stout also
addressed several of the questions from the study session on December 17, 2007.

Robert Rowe expressed concern about the City spending money when the budget shows a deficit.

Mayor Davis explained to Mr. Rowe that there are several funds that the City operates and some are
restricted and others are not. He also advised Mr. Rowe to attend one of the public study sessions on
City finances.

J.D. Miller expressed his concern about the labor contracts and the need to address the financial
problems associated with them.
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Katy Miessner expressed her concern about the negative effects on the senior and low income
communities by reducing police services. She asked where the fees from the Deemed Approved
Ordinance are deposited and how are they used.

Mr. Stout explained that the Deemed Approved Ordinance fees are deposited into the general fund.
They are one time fees and relatively minor. He recommended staff research the basis of the fees to
determine if they can be increased.

Allen Wildermuth, Marc Garman, and Sam Kershan expressed their concerns about a statement to the
Times Herald from Allen Davis the attorney for the public safety unions, stating that he believes the
City’s deficit does not exist and that the City has failed to prepare required audits and other financial
reports.

Mr. Whittom replied to Mayor Davis’ request to outline what the staff plans to present to Council in
February. He explained that the first step is educating the Council, the labor groups and the public on
the options that exist to attempt to get the City out of the deficit. The options include expenditure
reductions and one-time allocations of funds. The solution that will be presented in February will
ensure that the City has ongoing revenues that equal its ongoing expenses. Information will be
available on the website, in the offices, and staff encourages comments, challenges of assumptions,
and any input they can receive between now and then. They are scheduling a study session before the
presentation on February 12, 2008 to discuss these options with the public and the City.

Mayor Davis stated that the numbers used in the budget are based on projections and they are
constantly changing. In some cases they are hard to predict. Mayor Davis also addressed a concern
about the projections presented tonight which did not include retiree health benefits, which he believes
should be included in the projections to be presented in February. He asked how prepared the Council
is to make an amendment to the budget for this year.

Mr. Stout explained that adopting the amendment would fulfill the legal requirement to increase the
minimum staffing in firefighters, recognizing the revenue estimates, and approving the $3.5 million in
departmental expenditure cuts. Staff believes that these three changes are relatively uncontroversial.
The next part will be recommendations for significant reductions and expenditures.

Councilmember Hannigan stated that she felt uncomfortable approving this amendment tonight and
asked if this action could be postponed until January 8, 2008.

Mr. Whittom stated that in particular the minimum staffing requirements for the firefighters is an item
that the City is bound to by contract and regardless of approval tonight, the staffing level must be
maintained. All actions requested of Council tonight are recommended by staff as a first step in
addressing the larger issue in February.

Councilmember Hannigan asked for an explanation of Exhibit D, reductions in administration under fire
department personnel summary, where one of the administrative analysts is moving to the finance
budget for cost sharing. She also asked if there is a need for the services provided by a cost sharing
position.

Mr. Stout explained that by transferring that position to the Finance Department the position would
probably still be primarily used exactly as it is now which is a budget analysis for the Fire Department.
By moving it into the general fund the position could be used to do other jobs, and it can also be put
into the Finance Department’s indirect cost plan because all of the positions in the Finance Department
are allocated as a group to other funds.

Councilmember Hannigan asked for an explanation of the budget for suppression of firefighters that
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resulted in a net loss of four.

Russ Sherman, Fire Chief, explained that the net loss of four under firefighter suppression refers to four
vacant positions. Ninety-five percent of the Fire Department budget is contractual and thereby any
reductions beyond the contractual limitation had to come from other sources, which were non-IAFF
positions or vacant positions that were created through retirements and attrition. To balance the budget,
the Fire Department had to remove four vacant positions that are currently budgeted and funded for this
fiscal year, which means it is retirements that have occurred since July 1 when the budget was
approved with that staffing level of which four additional positions are now vacant and have funding, in
order to achieve the designated cuts that were mandated through the departments.

Councilmember Hannigan asked why the Council does not have detailed reductions by other
departments in their report.

Mr. Stout explained that the Fire Department was the only department that had permanent staff
reductions.

Joseph Tanner, City Manager, stated that while staff believes it is prudent that the amendments
presented be approved, if Council is feeling uneasy making that decision tonight, it would not be
catastrophic if the amendment were not approved tonight. He stated that he has already implemented
the cuts presented tonight. Each department knows that they will not be implementing those cuts
unless Council directs otherwise.

Councilmember Bartee stated that in regard to the budget, time is not on Council’s side. The longer
Council postpones making the necessary cuts to the budget, the more money the City loses. He stated
that until Council sets a target for the public safety unions it is going to be difficult for them to look at
their situation and for the City to be able to negotiate with them. One of the keys to that seems to be the
CAF Report, and compared to other surrounding cities, Vallejo is far behind. If the CAF Report is
delaying negotiations, then the City will continue to suffer more financial loss. He recommended a
greater sense of urgency in regard to this. Councilmember Bartee stated that he did not feel
comfortable approving a budget that even after major cuts will still be at a million dollar deficit. He feels
that Council needs to start addressing this as the crisis that it is and to take more extreme measures
and in a timelier manner.

Councilmember Bartee proposed an alternate resolution to eliminate for the balance of this fiscal year
the Fire Chief position and have the Chief of Police assume both roles, eliminate the Deputy Chief
classification, reallocate the $100,000 that is set aside for pursuing additional litigation on the arbitration
to be applied to the community based organizations, and move towards restricting as much as possible
the overtime in all departments for the next six months to help the City attain a balanced budget by the
end of the fiscal year. The motion wouid include all of the proposed amendments to the budget
presented in this resolution.

Mr. Stout responded to questions of Councilmember Wilson concerning when the Cost of Living
Adjustments (COLA) projections would come into effect, and what the contractual obligations are
regarding the COLA, explaining that the COLA would not be finalized until the last two cities have
completed negotiations. The raise does not go into effect until the Council approves it and once the last
two cities are online. Staff intentionally waited this year hoping that all the cities would close.

Councilmember Wilson asked if the $4.257 million dollars that was a product of arbitration only covers
the 14 additional firefighters, and if the overtime amount being requested is the total annual overtime for
the Fire Department.

Mr. Stout explained that the $4.257 million is the cost of the salaries to the 14 firefighters plus
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approximately a million dollars in overtime. The amount does not represent the total overtime budget.

Councilmember Wilson asked if any of the other budget cuts in the other departments result in firing
employees.

Mr. Stout replied that in the Redevelopment Department there was an elimination of one inspector, but
it was a vacant position.

Councilmember Sunga asked why staff is recommending elimination of the Senior Code Enforcement
Officer position if it is actually making money for that division.

Mr. Whittom replied that the position would be transferred to the Code Enforcement Division, the
function would remain and the work would still get done. There is currently a funded position open in
the Code Enforcement Division, this transfer would free up funding for one position.

Councilmember Sunga questioned the intent of eliminating the Emergency Preparedness Manager and
the Administrative Clerk, essentially eliminating the Emergency Preparedness Program.

Mr. Sherman replied that there has been no Emergency Preparedness Manager for several of the past
fiscal years. The only position that is being removed is the half-time Emergency Services Clerk. The
proposed cuts would not affect the Emergency Preparedness Program.

Councilmember Schivley stated that several of the Councilmembers have expressed concern about
approving an unbalanced budget and noted that according to the City Charter the requirement for a
balanced budget refers only to the budget presented at the beginning of the fiscal year and does not
apply to subsequent revisions. She stated that she would not support Councilmember Bartee’s
amendments because she believes that the Fire Department could not function without their
administrative management, particularly the elimination of the Fire Chief. She stated that she feels the
$100,000 in litigation is a good investment if the arbitration can save the City more money in the long
run.

Mayor Davis expressed his concerns about the challenges the City faces with this budget and trying to
balance it He stated this is a huge problem and it will not be resolved by making small cuts all over the
budget. If the Council is going to be responsive to their duty to establish fiscal stability in the City, they
need a global approach. He stated that he cannot support any resolution that starts nipping away at
things now in a piecemeal fashion. He stated that as much as he appreciates and supports community
based organizations, he cannot disregard his obligation to the City to establish fiscal responsibility.
Right now we have a serious problem and it was made clear from the comments of each member that
the Council is not prepared to proceed with the resolution as it is or with the amendments made by
Councilmember Bartee. He recommended that Council wait until February 12 when staff will provide a
comprehensive approach to solving this problem. He also recommended that Council approve the
required amendment for increasing firefighters because of the contractual requirements.

Councilmember Sunga asked for an update on the Foreign Trade Zoning and the Business Vitality
Committee studies he requested.

Councilmember Schiviley wished everyone a Happy Holiday Season.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

Water Main CIP FY06-07 (WT7024)

During the construction of the Water Main CIP FY06-07 project, the largest water main
capital improvement project undertaken within the last 20 years, significant additional
unexpected expenses have been incurred. Due to the number of streets intersected by the
large transmission mains installed, significant additional footage of pipe was necessary to
perform the interties; this footage was paid for at the contractual unit price. In addition, a
large number of existing services which were anticipated to be reused were discovered to
be either too deep or deteriorated to be cost effectively reused. The additional cost of
$130,000 for new service laterals was the largest single increase in cost.

The Water Division agreed to split pavement rehabilitation costs with the PW Streets
- Maintenance Division upon inspection and determination that prior water main leaks had
contributed to a greater degree of damage than previously known prior to construction.

Solano County received grant funding which allowed them to proceed with a street overlay
project in the Home Acres area. The project cost included $30,000 to raise the City's water
line valves and meter boxes. The City did not anticipate the accelerated schedule made
possible by the grant funding but is responsible to pay the reimbursement request
presented by the County.

During the course of the water main replacement along 14" Street in Mare Island, the
City’'s contractor, Soares Pipeline, Inc., encountered a considerable amount of hazardous
trench materials, various unmapped and unidentified facilities and utilities along the
alignment. Special handling of the hazardous materials severely impacted the contractor's
activity and work schedule resulting in delays and reduced production. Various
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unidentified, unmarked facilities, and abandoned utilities interefered in the alignment of the
new pipeline. The contractor was therefore directed by Water Division to handie, remove,
and dispose off these materials on a time and materials basis as the work progressed.
The total cost of the above extra work amounted to $55,332.82. Staff has reviewed the
payment requests associated with Contract Change Order No. 5 for the above described
additional work and found them in order.

Fleming Hill Water Treatment Plant Upgrades (WT7025)

The Water Division has made significant improvements to the water treatment plant,
including a new electrical powered domestic water pump station; purchase of the liquid
oxygen tank to reduce oxygen costs; upgraded pressure to the Kathy Ellen water pressure
zone; and work to fully integrate the Ozone Generator Replacement Project. Each of these
projects was budgeted for, but as construction moved forward miscellaneous extra
electrical, SCADA, and mechanical work was found to be necessary to fully recognize the
cost savings, reliability enhancements, and efficiency increases anticipated. The additional
funds will allow the completion of the Ozone Generator Project thereby realizing cost
savings in liquid oxygen and enhanced reliability.

Fiscal Impact

Final approval of this requested budget amendment will redistribute approved capital
appropriations into the Water Mains Capital Improvement Project FY06-07 (\WT7024, 404-
2715-431.43-19) by $350,000, and into the Fleming Hill Water Treatment Plant Upgrades
Project (WT7025, 404-2715-431. 43-20) by $100,000 while simultaneously reducing the
budget of four other water capital projects for a net fund impact of zero dollars. Contract
Change Order No. 5 to Soares Pipeline, Inc., in the amount of $55,332.82, and the
additional street rehabilitation costs due to the streets maintenance division would be paid
out of the increased Water Mains Capital Improvement Project FY06-07 (WT7024).

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RECOMMENDATION

There were no alternatives considered to directing the Cltys contractor to undergo the

additional work on a time and material basis, as the 14" street pipeline was constructed
with reimbursable funds available from HUD under a grant expiring in early 2008.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

The adoption of this resolution to amend the FY2007-2008 Water Enterprise Fund
budget is not a project pursuant to section 1537 (b) (4) of Title 14 of the California Code
of regulations as it involves governmental fiscal activities. Capital projects that may
result in a potentially significant physical impact on the environment would be subject to
future, separate environmental review.

The work performed under Change Order No. 5 for additional work performed on Mare
Island to Soares Pipeline, Inc. is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act
("“CEQA”) pursuant to section 15302 of Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations and is
covered by the Notice of Categorical Exemption (Class 2 Replacement or Reconstruction)
which was filed on February 14, 2007 for the Water Mains CIP FY06-07 project.

WHEREAS, the Water Division has dlrected Soares P'pellne Inc. of Hayward California to
perform extra work on the Mare Island 14™ Street water main replacement on a time and
material basis for hazardous materials handling and vanous construction interferences in
the amount of $55,832.82; and

WHEREAS, the City Council did adopt budgets for the Water Enterprise Fund which
allocated capital funds for the current and prior fiscal years; and

SUBJECT: APPROVAL OF A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE FIXED ROUTE BUS
MANAGEMENT AND OPERATING CONTRACT TO VALLEJO CITIZENS
TRANSIT CORPORATION, A SUBSIDIARY OF MV TRANSPORTATION,
INC., AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A
CONTRACT WITH VALLEJO CITIZENS TRANSPORTATION
CORPORATION, A SUBSIDIARY OF MV TRANSPORTATION,
FAIRFIELD, CA.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

The City of Vallejo has operated a contract transit operation for over forty years. The
current operator is Vallejo Citizens Transit (VCTC), a subsidiary of MV Transportation
Inc. (MV Transportation Inc. owns 80% of VCTC'’s stock). The current contract began
in 2002.

The contract with VCTC is currently a Transit Management Contract. Under the terms
of this agreement, VCTC provides the City with four (4) management personnel and
otherwise oversees the entire operation as an expense pass through to the City. The
City will transition through this contract to a full Management and Operations Contract.
Under this new agreement, the contractor will be paid for services on the basis of a rate
that includes two components: 1) a fixed monthly fee covering certain specified
administrative and system management costs and, 2) a fixed hourly rate covering labor
expenses. The total cost for the hourly rate service is affected by the volume of service
actually provided.

A Request for Proposals (RFP) to perform the management and operation of Vallejo's
fixed route service was officially released on August 20, 2007. Notice of the RFP was
sent directly to six firms and advertised in the Vallejo Times Herald as well as
Passenger Transport — a publication of the American Public Transportation Association.
A pre-proposal conference to go over the procurement and allow proposers and the
City to ask and answer questions was held on August 30, 2007. The City was able to
articulate our expectations for the successful contractor. The pre-proposal conference
included a tour of the transit system and facilities and was attended by four potential
proposers.
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Two firms, First Transit, Inc, and the incumbent contractor, Vallejo Citizens Transit
Corporation (VCTC) a wholly owned subsidiary of MV Transportation Inc, responded to
' the request. The Selection Committee held interviews on October 22, 2007 with both
firms.

Following the initial proposal evaluation and interviews with both proposers by the
selection committee, a general consensus was reached that neither proposal in their
present form was acceptable.

The central weakness of VCTC's initial offer was cost. Recommendation and
acceptance of this proposal would have forced the City to implement immediate service
reductions to meet budget.

The central weakness of First Transit's initial offer was the management team,
(including the fact that a Maintenance Manager was not identified) and that First Transit
had included $300,000 in insurance premiums that were not required.

In order to allow both firms to address the selection committee’s concerns with their
proposals, and to provide the City with acceptable offers, firms were issued a request
for Best and Final Offer (BAFO) on October 23, 2007. BAFOs were received on
October 25, 2007. The Selection Committee met again on October 29, 2007 to discuss
the BAFOs. Again the selection committee could recommend neither proposer for
“award based on the same weaknesses present in their original proposals.

A decision was made to request a second BAFO from both firms. This second BAFO
request included a round of independent discussions with both proposers prior to the
BAFO due date. Final BAFOs were received on December 28, 2007.

The final meeting of the Selection Committee was held on January 7, 2008. Both
proposers improved their offers through the process and allowed the City to enter into a
more advantageous agreement than would have been possible by accepting the initial
proposals.

The Selection Committee used the following evaluation factors and weights as listed in
the RFP:

A. Cost of providing the contractual services. 30%
B. Proven fixed route management and operational capabilities, and operational experience. 25%

C. Qualifications of staff proposed, including experience and record of accomplishments of the  25%
Manager of Operations and Maintenance Manager proposed to service this Contract.

D. Project management approach including creative ideas as well as proven ideas, methods and 20%
programs that have been successfully implemented at other agencies.
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The Selection Committee scored the revised offers against the evaluation criteria.
VCTC had consistently scored well in the non-cost categories, and based on the final
revised offers, offered a lower cost that was consistent with the City budget.

After a thorough review and scoring of the proposals and interviews, the Selection
Committee is recommending Vallejo Citizens Transit Corporation, a subsidiary of MV
Transportation, Inc., to the City Council for award of contract.

If awarded tonight it is anticipated that bus operations under this contract will start on
March 1, 2008.

Fiscal Impact

This contract has a three year base term with the following cost for each year:

Year 1 - $7,236,557
Year 2 - $7,463,381
Year 3 - $7,815,616

Funds have not been appropriated for the entire contract term. However, there is a
termination clause in the agreement allowing for termination with a 30 day notice if the
service is terminated due to lack of funds.

Three two year option terms are available under the contract, and will be negotiated
based on a Consumer Price Index cap. Exercise of options would be brought back to
the Council for consideration.

This contract is within budget and will not require any supplement to grant funds from
the City General Fund.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approval of a resolution awarding the Fixed Route Bus Management
and Operating Contract to Vallejo Citizens Transit Corporation, a subsidiary of MV
Transportation Inc., and authorizing the City Manager to enter into a contract with
Vallejo Citizens Transit Corporation, a subsidiary of MV Transportation, Inc., for
$22,515,554 over the three year base term.
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ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED

Several alternatives were considered in regard to this contract, including utilizing
different types of contracts, and the alternative of selecting the alternative proposal
offered by First Transit.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

This project is exempt from CEQA per Title 14, Chapter 3, Article 18, Section 15261 -
Ongoing Project.

PROPOSED ACTION

Approve the resolution awarding the Fixed Route Bus Management and Operating

THIS CONTRACT, made and executed in triplicate at Vallejo, California on the
day of , 2008, by and between the City
of Vallejo, a Municipal Corporation of the State of California, and [insert name],

RECITALS

A. CITY is authorized by Government Code 26002 to furnish and operate
public transportation services, and by the Public Utilities Code 99288 and
Government Code 31000, to enter into a Contract with any operator to
provide such services. CITY desires to exercise such authority within the
service area as defined herein, and has determined that it is in the general
welfare of the residents of the CITY to do so.

B. This Contract shall satisfy the requirements of Public Utilities Code 99288,
and the rules and regulations adopted by the Secretary of Business and
Transportation Agency, and the Metropolitan Transportation Commission,
pursuant to Public Utilities Code 99401, making a portion of CITY funds
available under the Mills-Alquist-Deddeh Act of 1971, as amended.

C. CONTRACTOR represents hereby that it is in the business and fully
qualified in the field of public transportation, and is fully willing and able to
perform this Contract at the costs specified herein, and with the level of
service and quality specified herein, including all attached Exhibits,
inclusive. CITY has awarded this Contract in reliance upon such
representations, and on CONTRACTOR's particular skills, experience,
and abilities as represented by CONTRACTOR.

D. That for and in consideration of the payments and Contracts hereinafter to
be made and performed by the CITY, the CONTRACTOR agrees with the
CITY, to operate the FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT SERVICE, as required in
the Scope of Work, from the date this Contract is executed by both the
CITY and CONTRACTOR.

E. The CITY hereby promises and agrees with the CONTRACTOR to
contract with, and does hereby contract with CONTRACTOR to aperate
the FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT SERVICE according to the terms and
conditions herein contained and referred to for the prices set forth in the

AGREEMENT
1. ADMINISTRATION OF CONTRACT

CONTRACTOR's compliance with this Contract shall be supervised and
administered by the City of Vallejo Transportation Division in the
Department of Public Works.

2. ON-SITE MANAGEMENT

The person serving as the CONTRACTOR's General Manager of the
FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT SERVICE shall be approved by the CITY. In
addition, CONTRACTOR shall designate an agent authorized to bind the
CONTRACTOR in all aspects of CONTRACTOR's performance of this
Contract, who shall be available at all times, either by phone or in person,
to make decisions or provide coordination as necessary.

The above individuals shall be responsible for monitoring all aspects of
the service, including, but not limited to, ridership, quality of service, fare
collection, operations, maintenance and repairs, attitudes, motivation, and
performance of all personnel.

3. COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

CONTRACTOR agrees to provide the FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT
SERVICE, subject to the térms herein, for an initial period of three years,
commencing on April 1, 2008 through March 31, 2011 [referred to as the
‘base term”], unless otherwise terminated pursuant to terms of the
Agreement between the City and the Contractor.

. CHANGES IN LEVEL OF SERVICE

The level of service required of CONTRACTOR shall be as specified in
the Proposed Schedule and as otherwise specified in this Contract. The
procedures for implementing changes in the level of service and to the
schedule shall be as defined in Changes in Level of Service attached
hereto.

. PERMITS TO OPERATE

At its sole cost and expense, CONTRACTOR shall obtain any and all
permits, licenses, certifications, or entitiements to operate as are now or
hereafter required by any agency to enable CONTRACTOR to perform

- this Contract, and shall provide copies of all such entitlements to CITY
when received by CONTRACTOR.

. NOTICE OF DEFICIENCIES

The Transportation Superintendent may issue a Notice of Deficiencies to
- CONTRACTOR, specifying areas of unsatisfactory performance and
specifying what improvements are necessary to correct the deficiency or
deficiencies. Such notice shall specify the provision(s) of this Contract
that address the issue. CONTRACTOR shall correct deficiency within
reasonable time limits specified by CITY.

. FORCE MAJEURE

CONTRACTOR shall not be charged, nor shall CITY demand from
CONTRACTOR, damages because of failure in providing the services
indicated in this Contract due to unforeseeable causes beyond the control
and without the fault or negligence of the CONTRACTOR. Such causes
may include acts of public enemies, military attack

8, fires, floods, snow storms, earthquakes, epidemic,
quarantlne restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, public road closures,
but in every case the delay is excusable only for so long as, and to the
extent that, the excusable delay continues.




CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to no compensation for any service, the
performance of which is excused pursuant to this paragraph.

Whenever CONTRACTOR has knowledge that any actual or potential
force majeure may delay or prevent performance of this Contract,
CONTRACTOR, on a timely basis, shall notify CITY of the facts and,
thereafter, shall report to CITY all relevant information known to
CONTRACTOR, and continue to so report.

10.NOT CONTRACT OF EMPLOYMENT

It is understood and acknowledged that this Contract is not a contract of
employment between the CITY and the CONTRACTOR or any agents,
officers, or employees of CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR is, and shall at
all times be, deemed to be an independent CONTRACTOR:
CONTRACTOR is not authorized to bind the CITY to any contracts or
other obligations.

11.RESPONSIBILITY FOR SECTION 13(c) REQUIREMENTS

Contractor understands that City occasionally receives federal mass
transit funds, and that under Section 13(c) of the Federal Transit Act (49
U.S.C. section 5333(b)) it must protect covered mass transit employees
affected by any “project” the City initiates that uses the federal mass-
transit money.

Contractor agrees that no provision of the Agreement requires it to
dismiss or displace any employee or to rearrange the workforce covered
by any Section 13(c) agreement as a result of any “project” as defined by
the Section 13(c) agreements to which Contractor hereby agrees to be
bound. Contractor further understands that the Section 13(c) agreements
require City to preserve and continue existing collective bargaining
agreements, subject to any negotiated changes, and to staff positions for

~ the operation of the Vallejo Transit in compliance with the 13 (c)
agreements. Contractor understands it is responsible for defending, and
shall hold the City harmless from, any claims or controversies alleging any
violation or breach of the Section 13(c) agreements (including alleged
worsening of their employment conditions), whether made by Contractor's
own employees, the employees of its subcontractors, employees of any
former contractor of the Vallejo Transit, or any other employees that
allege to have been affected by the project, arising from or related to any
organization or reorganization of workforce or any modification of the
terms and conditions of employment of employees hired to operate the
Vallejo Transit on the effective date of the Agreement or as a result of any
increases or reductions in the level of those services thereafter.

‘Notwithstanding any other provision of the Agreement, no cost or liability
for which Contractor is responsible under this paragraph shall be deemed
an allowable cost payable to Contractor or a claim or liability for which
Contractor is entitled to indemnification by the City.

12.PRECEDENCE OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

In the event of a conflict or ambiguity arising between Contract documents
or any term therein, the document executed later in time shall prevail over
the document executed earlier in time.

If any action at law or in equity is brought on account of any breach of this
Contract, or to enforce or interpret this Contract or any provision hereof,



the prevailing party in such action shall be entitled to recover from the
other party reasonable attorneys' fees, the amount of which shall be fixed
by the Court and made a part of any judgment rendered.

CONTRACTOR, certifies they are aware of the provisions of Section 3700
of the Labor Code which require every employer to be insured against
liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in
accordance with the provisions of that Code, and will comply with such
provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this
contract.

13.ASSIGNMENT (CONTRACTOR)

The performance of this Contract may not be assigned, or in any way
subcontracted on a continuing basis, except upon the prior written
consent of the CITY. CITY shall not consent to any proposed assignment
or subcontracting, notation, or other writing which would have the effect of
relieving CONTRACTOR or CONTRACTOR's surety of their responsibility
and/or liability under this Contract.

14.ASSIGNMENT (CITY)

The CITY reserves the right to assign its responsibilities under this -
Contract to any existing or future governmental entity for the provision of
public transportation services. Such assignment shall constitute a _
complete novation between CITY and CONTRACTOR; and receipt by
CONTRACTOR from CITY of sums then due and payable for services
rendered pursuant to this Contract prior to assignment shall constitute a
complete accord and satisfaction as between CITY and CONTRACTOR.



15. TRANSITION TO FUTURE CONTRACTOR

For up to forty-five (45) days following the effective date of the termination
or expiration of this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall provide to either CITY
or to any future CONTRACTOR selected by the CITY, CONTRACTOR's
full cooperation in the transition to the successor CONTRACTOR. This
shall include, as a minimum, consultation regarding labor and
management issues (including a delineation of wage and benefits by
employee category) access to non-confidential personnel and
maintenance files.

CONTRACTOR shall release the telephone number(s) used for public
information inquiries and any sequential rollover numbers to the new
operator. CONTRACTOR shall provide its best professional effort to
assure smooth transition from CONTRACTOR's services to new
provider's services, and shall cooperate fully with the CITY and the new
provider to this end. "

16.IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986

CONTRACTOR assumes full responsibility for verifying the identity and
employment authorization of all of its employees performing work
hereunder in compliance with the Immigration Reform and Control Act of
1986 and rules and regulations promuigated in connection therewith
(hereinafter IRCA). CONTRACTOR shall indemnify and hold CITY
harmless from and against any loss, damage, liability, costs or expenses
arising from any noncompliance or CONTRACTOR with the provisions or
IRCA.

17.SUCCESSORS

_This Contract shall be binding upon and shall inure to the parties hereto
and their respective agents, personal representatives, successors-in-
interest, and assigns. CONTRACTOR shall not assign, sublet,
subcontract this Contract, or sub charter vehicle without prior CITY written
consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.



18.COUNTERPARTS

This Contract may be executed simultaneously or in counterparts, and
each of the counterparts shall be deemed to be an original, but all such
counterparts shall constitute one and the same Contract.

19.LAW GOVERNING

This Agreement and any dispute arising out of or relating to this
Agreement or the parties’ relationship shall be governed by the law of the
State of California. Litigation arising out of or connected with this
Agreement shall be instituted and maintained in the courts of Solano
County in the State of California, and the parties consent to jurisdiction
over their person and over the subject matter of any such litigation in such
courts, and consent to service of process issued by such courts.

20. AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

CONTRACTOR acknowledges that service provided as a result of this
Contract may be subject to the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).
CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with the requirements of the ADA
including vehicles and service accéssibility to the extent that it is
applicable. CONTRACTOR shall, for the CITY, provide review and
certification of the applications of persons applying for eligibility to use
FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT pursuant to the requirements of the Americans
with Disabilities Act and the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Transportation adopted therein.

DBE/EEO

Disadvantaged Business Enterprises. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that
it will affirmatively insure that in regard to contracts entered into pursuant
to this Contract, Disadvantaged Business Enterprises will be afforded full
opportunity to submit bids in response to said contracts and will not be
discriminated against on grounds of race, color, sex, or national origin in
consideration of award. '

The CITY hereby notifies the CONTRACTOR that recipients of Federal
Financial Assistance from the Department of Transportation are
committed to have adopted a Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Policy,
in accordance with Federal Regulations issued by the Department of
Transportation. This policy provides that Disadvantaged Business
Enterprises will be afforded every practical opportunity to procurement
activities. CITY has by resolution adopted a DBE goal of 13%. There is
no set goal specific to this contract, and the CITY is currently operating
under a race neutral DBE Program.



CONTRACTOR agrees to provide to the CITY prior to the commencement
of the services required herein, certification that CONTRACTOR has
complied with all the requirements of Section 23.67 of the Federal
Register.

CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with the requirements and provisions of
the CITY's Affirmative Action Ordinance.

Equal Employment Opportunity. During the term of this Contract, the
CONTRACTOR also agrees as follows:

1) The CONTRACTOR shall not discriminate against any -
employee or applicant for employment because of race, color,
religion, sex, or national origin.

(2) ° The CONTRACTOR shall take affirmative action to ensure

the applicants are employed, and that employees are treated
during employment, without regard to their race, color, religion, sex,
or national origin.

This shall include, but not be limited to: (i) employment, (ii)
upgrading, (iii) demotion, (iv) transfer, (v) recruitment or recruitment
advertising, (vi) layoff or termination, (vii) rates of pay or other
forms of compensation, and (viii) selection for training, including
apprenticeship. ‘ '

(3) The CONTRACTOR shall post in conspicuous places
available to employees and applications for employment the
notices to be provided by the CONTRACTOR's Contracting Officer
that explains this clause.

(4) The CONTRACTOR shall, in all solicitations or
advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the
CONTRACTOR, state that all qualified applicants will receive
consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion,
sex, or national origin.

(5) The CONTRACTOR shall send, to each labor union or
representative of workers with which it has a collective bargaining
Contract or other contract or understanding, the notice to be
provided by the CONTRACTOR's Contracting Officer advising the
labor union or worker's representative of the CONTRACTOR's
commitments under this clause and post copies of the notice in
conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for
employment.



(6) The CONTRACTOR shall comply with the Executive Order
11246, as amended, and the rules, regulations, and orders of the
Secretary of Labor.

(7)  The CONTRACTOR shall furnish to the CITY all information
required by Executive Order 11246, as amended, and by the rules,
regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor. Standard Form
100 (EEO-1), or any successor form, is the proscribed from to be
filed within 30 days following the signing of this Contract, unless
filed within 12 months preceding the date of this Contract.

(8) The CONTRACTOR shall permit access to its books,
records, and accounts by the CITY or the office of Federal Contract
Compliance Programs (OFCCP) for the purpose of investigation to
ascertain the CONTRACTOR's compliance with the applicable
rules, regulations, and orders.

(9) If the OFCCP determines that the CONTRACTOR is not in
compliance with this clause or any rule, regulation, or order of the
.Secretary of Labor, this Contract may be canceled, terminated, or
suspended in whole or in part and the CONTRACTOR may be
declared ineligible for further Government contracts under
procedures authorized in Executive Order 11246, as amended. In
addition, sanctions may be imposed and remedies invoked against
the CONTRACTOR as provided in Executive Order 11246, as
amended, the rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of
Labor, or as otherwise by Law.

(10) The CONTRACTOR shall include the terms and conditions
of subparagraph (1) through (11) of this clause in every subcontract
or purchase order that is not exempted by the rules, regulations, or
order of the Secretary of Labor issued under Executive Order
11246, as amended, so that these terms and conditions will be
binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

* (11) The CONTRACTOR shall take such action with respect to
any subcontract or purchase order as the contracting agency may
direct as a means of enforcing these terms and conditions,
including sanctions for noncompliance; provided, that if the
CONTRACTOR becomes involved in, or is threatened with, ,
litigation with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of any direction,
the CONTRACTOR may request the United States to enter into the
litigation to protect the interest of the United States.



22. TERMINATION

This Contract may be terminated by the CITY in the event of a material
breach by CONTRACTOR. A material breach for this purpose shall
include, but not be limited to the following items:

a. Repeated failure by CONTRACTOR to operate service on
time or to complete trips beyond acceptable response times as
agreed between CONTRACTOR and CITY.

b. Repeated failure by CONTRACTOR to provide clean,
operable, and safe vehicles. Safe means the vehicles shall
conforms to California Highway Patrol'(CHP), California Public
Utilities Commission (CPUC) and other applicable regulatory
agency requirements.

C. Failure by CONTRACTOR to operate a safe service (e.g.,
having an accident/incident record higher than industry norms).

d. Failure by CONTRACTOR to provide a preventive
maintenance and repair program which in all respects conforms to
the requirements of this Contract, the CHP, and other applicable
regulatory agencies.

e. Invalidation or lessening of warranty coverage on CITY-
provided equipment due to CONTRACTOR's negligence in
complying with warranty provisions. '

f. Failure by CONTRACTOR to provide qualified personnel,
training, parts, supplies, or equipment required in this Contract.

g. ‘Failure by CONTRACTOR to make the corrections specified
by the Transportation Superintendent in Notices of Deficiencies, at
the times specified.

h. Failure by the CONTRACTOR to submit the required reports
in a truthful, accurate manner.

i.  Failure by the CONTRACTOR to expeditiously repair or
replace CITY-provided equipment damaged or destroyed while in
CONTRACTOR's possession.

J- CONTRACTOR's use of CITY-provided equipment or
facilities for purposes other than those authorized by the CITY.



k. Failure by the CONTRACTOR to pay wages or provide
benefits to its employees at the rates and conditions specified in
this Contract, or failure to pay payroll taxes, Social Security
withholding taxes, or other taxes and fees mandated by the State
of California or the Federal Government.

The CITY reserves the right to terminate this Contract immediately
in the event of material breach by the CONTRACTOR.

The City of Vallejo, at its sole discretion, may terminate this
Contract at any time if the FIXED ROUTE TRANSIT SERVICE is
eliminated due to lack of funds. Such termination shall be effective
on a thirty (30) day written notice and the payment of all
consideration earned to date by CONTRACTOR. Acceptance of
such final payment by CONTRACTOR shall constitute a complete
accord and satisfaction as between the CONTRACTOR and CITY.

The City of Vallejo, by written notice, may terminate this contract, in
whole or in part, when it is in the Government's interest. If this
contract is terminated, the City of Vallejo shall be liable only for
payment under the payment provisions of this contract for services
rendered before the effective date of termination.

The CONTRACTOR has the right to terminate this Contract after its
effective date upon the occurrence of the following:

a. Failure of the CITY to comply with any of the material
terms of the Contract or to perform its obligations called for
by Contract if the failure continues for thirty (30) days after
notice has been given to the CITY; and

b. Failure of the CITY to obtain all or any portion of the
funding. :

This Contract may also be terminated at any time upon
mutual consent between both parties. Termination during
the option term shall be made in the same manner and for
the same reasons as during the initial term.

23.CITY's REMEDIES ON BREACH

It is understood and agreed that in the event of failure by CONTRACTOR
to perform services required by this Contract, in addition to all other
remedies, penalties and damages provided by law, the CITY may provide
such services, and deduct the cost of doing so from the amounts due or to
become due to the CONTRACTOR. The costs to be deducted shall be



the actual costs to the CITY to provide such services, or the costs shown
on the Payment Schedule, whichever is greater.

24. ADDITIONAL TERMS

The validity in whole or in part of any provision of this Contract shall not
affect validity of other provisions. CITY's failure to insist in any one or
more instances upon the performance of any term or terms of this
Contract shall not be construed as a waiver of relinquishment of CITY's
right to such performance or to future performance of such a term or
terms, and CONTRACTOR's obligations in respect thereto shall be of the
essence. Changes hereto shall not be binding upon CITY except when
specifically confirmed in writing by the CITY.

25.WAIVER

Waiver by either party of any default, breach or condition precedent shall
not be construed as a waiver of any other default, breech or condition
precedent or any other right hereunder.

26. COUNTERPARTS

The Parties may execute this Agreement in two or more counterpairts,
which shall, in the aggregate, be signed by all the Parties; each
counterpart shall be deemed an original of this Agreement as against a
Party who has signed it.

27.AUTHORITY

The person signing this Agreement for CONTRACTOR hereby represents
and warrants that he/she is fully authorized to sign this Agreement on
behalf of CONTRACTOR.

EXHIBIT A
SCOPE OF WORK

Introduction

Vallejo Transit is a public bus system serving the Vallejo area, and is
operated through a contract between the City of Vallejo and a private
contractor providing bus operations and management.

Vallejo Transit is directly owned, sponsored, and funded by the City of
Vallejo. Direct oversight of the system is provided by the City of
Vallejo Transportation Division within the Public Works Department.
Operating subsidies for Vallejo Transit are provided through the City's
share of California Transportation Development Act (TDA) funds,
State Transit Assistance (STA) funds, Federal Transit Administration
(FTA) Section 9 funds, bridge tolls, and fares.

The City of Vallejo is located thirty (30) miles northeast of San
Francisco in Solano County, and has an estimated population of
121,000 in the City proper and 147,000 including the immediately
surrounding areas. Most travel needs currently met by Vallejo Transit
meets both local and inter-city transit needs. Ridership on service to
the El Cerrito del Norte BART station is quite significant and
continues to grow as does service to Solano College and Fairfield.
The term of the Agreement envisioned to be awarded through this
procurement will be for a minimum of three (3) years, with an option
for three additional two year terms. Accordingly, significant changes
and modifications to the system may be made during the term of the
Agreement.

Vallejo Transit is currently operated as a Transit Management
contract. With this procurement, the City is changing its approach to
the contract for fixed route transit services. Under this agreement, the
City pays a CONTRACTOR a fee that includes four (4) designated
management personnel. Other costs are passed through to the City
in accordance with a budget jointly developed by the CONTRACTOR
and the City. The current CONTRACTOR is MV Transportation. The
current contract began in 2002.

The new contract format will be a complete Management and
Operations Contract. Under the new contract format, the
CONTRACTOR will be responsible for all expenses associated with
the operation of the system with the exception of items noted herein.
The exceptions generally include revenue and support vehicles,



bperating facility, revenue and support vehicle insurance, and fuel.
These items will either be provided by the City or will be reimbursed
by the City.

CITY EXPECTATIONS OF CONTRACTOR

The City of Vallejo transit program has undergone many changes
since September, 2006. These changes have included a maijor fare
increase, significant service reductions, and changes to other aspects
of program operation. The City is in the midst of a major consulting
study to prepare a Short Range Transit Plan (SRTP) and is working
with neighboring agencies to evaluate possible changes to the
management and governing structure of the program. These efforts
will be completed early in the contract period covered by this
procurement. The results of these efforts may require some
restructuring of the agreement that results from this procurement.

Regardless of the outcome of this planning process, the City has very
high and very specific expectations of its CONTRACTOR. The City
expects the firm that is selected through this procurement to become
a true partner with it in the provision of transit service. The City is
seeking a firm that will become a part of the community and assist the
City in the active management and development of the system. This
means, at the very least, that the management team provided by the
CONTRACTOR become familiar with all aspects of the system and
be capable of effectively advising the City regarding appropriate
system operation. The CONTRACTOR must be fully prepared to
participate with the City in evaluating service deployment, operating
policies or other aspects of ongoing operation on a constant basis
and providing appropriate input to City officials regarding system
improvements.

The City of Vallejo will be entering into a contract for the provision of
fixed route services to oversee and direct the administration and
operation of the City’s public fixed route transit system, Vallejo
Transit, with services to begin on January 1, 2008,

The successful proposing firm [hereinafter referred to as the
"CONTRACTOR"] will be responsible for managing and directing all
aspects of daily operations of Vallejo Transit with the exception of
policy development, long-range planning, and provision of capital
equipment, vehicles and facilities. The services to be provided are
detailed in Section 3, Detailed Specifications, herein.




In performance of the services specified herein, the Contractor shall
ensure that Vallejo Transit is and continues to be in compliance with
all applicable federal, state and local regulations and requirements.
Subsection 3.D.vii, Legal and Regulatory Requirements, contains
descriptions of some of the specific regulations, which apply to the
management and operation of Vallejo Transit.

OPERATIONAL PROFILE

The following summary information about the Vallejo Transit system
and the services provided by Vallejo Transit is intended to provide an
overview of the context in which the requested fixed route transit
services will be provided.

Service Description: Vallejo Transit operates a “hub and spoke”
system of nine regular and various special routes (including
ferry/Marine World shuttle services and school "tripper"” services)
through an on-street downtown transit terminal at headways that vary
from 30 to 60 minutes during peak periods. Vallejo Transit operates
Monday through Saturday, and provides limited service on Sunday.
The system also provides both express and regular bus service
between Vallejo/Fairfield and BART every fifteen (15) minutes during
peak hours, and less often during other hours. Vallejo Transit also
provides the Vallejo Baylink bus network, providing supplemental
service to the Baylink Ferry service. See the system schedules
available online at http://www.vallejotransit.com/routes.html for
complete details.

Annual ridership is expected to exceed 2.1 million boardings in FY
2007-08. A total of approximately 93,366 Service Hours are provided
annually at the current level of service, and about 1,885,656.5 Vehicle
Service Miles are operated per year. The present system has a total
of 60 transit vehicles with a peak pullout of 31 vehicles, a midday off-
peak pullout of 18 vehicles, 14 vehicle pullout on Saturdays, and 6
vehicles on Sundays.

Service Area; The City’s fixed route system focuses on the central
area of the City of Vallejo with routes into some areas of the county,
and to the neighboring community of Fairfield. In addition, the service
provides connection to the BART service through connections to the
El Cerrito Del Norte BART station. A System Map for the City’s fixed
route system detailing service schedules, appears online at
http://www.vallejotransit.com/routes.html.




Service Hours and Days: Depending on the specific route, service is
generally available between the hours of 4:30 a.m. to 11:30 p.m.,
Monday through Friday, 5:30 a.m. through 11:00 p.m. on Saturday,
and Sundays 7:30 a.m. to 9:15 p.m. Only limited service between the
Ferry and Marine World is operated on Sundays and the following
holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, 4th of July, Labor Day,
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. The CONTRACTOR is also
expected to be prepared to provide additional bus backup service to
the Baylink Ferry for service between Vallejo’s Ferry Terminal and
San Francisco as needed.

Facilities: The Vallejo Transit service is operated from the facility
owned and provided by the City located at 1850 Broadway in Vallejo.
The 5-acre facility consists of vehicle parking and staging areas,
vehicle maintenance area, vehicle fueling pad, administrative offices,
training area, driver staging area, and dispatching & customer service
center.

The fixed route system also utilizes an on-street Transit Terminal
located at York and Marin Streets. The CONTRACTOR is
responsible for the upkeep of this facility as well as the Transit
Operations Facility on Broadway.

Vehicles: The City provides all passenger service, administrative and
maintenance vehicles for Vallejo Transit. Presently, the fleet consists
of 60 revenue vehicles, and various support vehicles (supervisor
vans, driver shuttles, etc.). All fueling of the City-provided vehicles is
performed on-site utilizing bulk underground storage tanks.

DEFINITIONS

As used throughout these Specifications, exhibits and attachments,
the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below. Other
transit definitions not listed here will be as defined by the Federal
Transit administration for National Transit Database reporting.

Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) - Federal civil fights
legislation, which mandates accessibility for people with disabilities.

Business Days — Shall mean days when the Transportation Division
Superintendent’s office is open for regular business

City - Shall indicate the City of Vallejo.



Contractor - Shall signify the vendor selected and under contract with
City to provide transit management services pursuant to these
specifications.

CHP — Shall mean the California Highway Patrol.
Contract Documents — Shall mean the documents specified in

Section V —Transit Management Services Agreement, and shall have
the order of precedence specified herein.

Days — Shall mean calendar days, unless otherwise specified.

Federal Transit Administration (FTA) - A branch of the U.S.
Department of Transportation (USDOT) established to improve
transportation throughout the nation. The FTA provides funding and
assistance to regional transportation agencies, among various other
programs. :

General Manager - The Contractor’s designated on-site senior
representative.

Holidays - The official transit service holidays are: New Year’s Day;
Memorial Day; Independence Day; Labor Day; Thanksgiving Day; and
Christmas Day. In addition, the City may direct/or Contractor may

- request a reduced level of services on unofficial holidays and during
holiday periods.

Management and Operations Contract — Used to denote a
particular form of contracting in which the CONTRACTOR firm is

- responsible for all cost items with only limited exceptions. The
CONTRACTOR is paid on the basis of a fixed monthly fee and an
hourly rate covering all required cost items.

MTC — Shall mean the Metropolitan Transportation Commission.

Road call — Shall mean any occurrence, in or out of service, due to a
mechanical malfunction where a bus exchange is made, or repairs
are made in the field that result in an interruption of service, or a bus
is towed. 3

Service Hour — The time that a transit vehicle is in service including
the time traveling from the vehicle storage yard to the first scheduled
time point and the time traveling from the last scheduled time point
back to the vehicle storage yard.



Transit Superintendent, Transportation Division Superintendent
or TRANSPORTATION DIVISION Superintendent- These terms
refer to the City's responsible manager for the services to be
delivered pursuant to these Specifications, the Transportation Division
Superintendent within the Public Works Department of the City of
Vallejo.

Transit Management Contract - Used to denote a particular form of
contracting in which the Contractor firm is responsible for providing
one or more key staff and technical assistance as needed for the
management and oversight of public transit services. Under a Transit
Management Contract, the Contractor is generally not responsible for
the provision of capital equipment and facilities. in addition, all
operating expenses, including the pay and benefits of all operating
employees other than the Resident Management Team, are
reimbursed or paid directly by the sponsoring public entity.

Transportation Division (TRANSPORTATION DIVISION) - A City
unit, which is responsible for all City sponsored public transportation
operations, including, but not limited to: Vallejo Transit fixed route
service, Vallejo Runabout paratransit service, and the Vallejo Baylink
ferry service. '

Vallejo Transit - Refers to the public fixed route transit system and
services sponsored by the City of Vallejo.

SERVICE DESCRIPTION

Contractor Compensation

Compensation for this contract will be based upon a combination of a
fixed monthly fee and a variable number of Service Hours multiplied
by a fixed Service Hour Rate.

Fixed Monthly Rate + (Actual Service Hours x Service Hour Rate) =
Total Invoice

A Maximum Number of Annual Service Hours will be determined
annually by the CITY and the CONTRACTOR will not exceed that
Maximum Number of Annual Service Hours without written
authorization from the CITY. Any request to increase the Maximum
Number of Annual Service Hours from the CONTRACTOR wiill clearly
state that they are expecting the Maximum Number of Service Hours
to be exceed at the present service level, and that CONTRACTOR is
requesting an increase in the Maximum Number of Annual Service



Hours. Any such request will be accompanied by a full explanation of
the reasons for the request and alternatives to an increase in the
Maximum Number of Service Hours.

Service Level

The number of revenue hours projected for the initial operating périod
from April 1, 2008, through March 31, 2009, is 91,711.

DIVISION OF RESPONSIBILITIES

General Description

The City of Vallejo shall provide certain vehicles, facilities, equipment,
policy direction, as detailed below, for the operation of fixed route
transit services referred to herein as Vallejo Transit.

The successful Contractor shall: provide complete management
services for the City’s fixed route transit system; provide technical and
management assistance; shall hire, train and employ all necessary
employees for the administration and operation of Vallejo Transit;
provide all vehicle maintenance either directly with its own employees
or through the services of an approved maintenance contractor; shall
be responsible for all costs of operating the system with the exception
of items specifically provided by the City.

Services To Be Provided By City

The City shall provide the following services in support of Vallejo
Transit in such manner and quantities, as it shall deem necessary and
appropriate:

Policy Direction: The City shall determine, develop and direct all
policies for the operation of the City’s transit system;

Transit System Planning: City shall formulate and prepare such plans
as are required for the development and funding of the transit system;

Annual Budgets: On an annual basis, the City shall develop, adopt
and modify, as necessary, the annual operating and capital budgets
for the fixed route transit system;

Facilities: Real estate, office, garage, bus maintenance and storage,
transit terminal and fueling facilities, including funding of any and all
permits to use such facilities; City shall be responsible for the cost of
maintaining transit structures including major facility systems such as
heating and air-conditioning, roof, exterior appearance, etc. City shall



be responsible for maintaining all landscaping under a separate
contract.

Transit Service Vehicles: Transit vehicles for the provision of Vallejo
Transit including related and necessary equipment, vehicle licenses
and registrations, and any existing inventory of parts and supplies;

Administrative and Maintenance Support Vehicles: Such sedans,
vans, or other service vehicles for administrative and management
use, road supervision, maintenance support and on-street
maintenance response, including the vehicle licenses and
registrations for such vehicles;

Equipment: Shop and garage equipment (except mechanic’s hand
tools), office equipment and furniture, fare counting and handling
equipment;

Fuel: Fuel will be provided under a separate contract by City.
(CONTRACTOR will be responsible to provide proof of shipment to
City for payment of invoices)

Communications Systems: Radio equipment to include mobile, base
and remote units, antennas, microphones and other associated
equipment; telephone communications equipment to include local
switching equipment, answering machines, TTD, station units,
operator consoles, handsets and headsets; and

Grants: City shall be responsible, with the assistance of the
Contractor, for the preparation, submission and administration of any
and all grants utilized for the provision of services for the operation
and support of Vallejo Transit as described in this paragraph.

Services to Be Provided by Contractor

The Contractor shall provide the following services in support of
Vallejo Transit as described herein:

Contractor As Employer: Contractor shall hire and employ all
personnel necessary for the management, administration, operation
and maintenance of the City's fixed route transit system, including but
not limited to drivers, mechanics, dispatchers, management and other
personnel. Hiring preference shall be given to persons with prior
Vallejo Transit experience. Current employees including drivers and
maintenance personnel are represented by Amalgamated Transit
Union (ATU) Local 192. A copy of the union agreement is included in
Section VIl for details.




CONTRACTOR and its subcontractors are responsible for full
compliance with California Labor Code Section 1070, et seq. The law
establishes incentives for submitting proposals for public transit
service contracts, including fixed route service that will retain qualified
employees of the prior contractor or its subcontractor to perform the
same or similar work for a period of at least 90 days, which protects
against the significant economic dislocation of qualified public transit
employees. Pursuant to the law, the PROPOSER must declare in its
proposal whether or not it and its subcontractor(s) will retain the
employees (as defined by California Labor Code Section 1071(d) of
the prior contractor or subcontractor(s), except for any reasonable
and substantiated cause, for a period of at least 90 days. The City will
give a preference to any CONTRACTOR that declares that it will
retain such employees. CONTRACTOR will be responsible for the
duties and obligations provided in California Labor Code Section
1072, including making a written offer of employment to each
employee to be retained and in the event fewer employees are
necessary under the new contract, retaining qualified employees by
seniority within the job classification. Nothing in California Labor Code
Section 1070 et seq. requires the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor(s)
to pay the same wages or offer the same level of benefits provided by
the prior contractor or subcontractor(s). The successful
CONTRACTOR will also be subject to the enforcement provisions of
California Labor Code Section 1073 for any violations of this law.

Responsibilities of CONTRACTOR: The responsibilities of the
Contractor shall include, but not be limited to, assisting the City and/or
providing direct management and administration of the following
areas:

1. Daily operation and service activities of the fixed route transit
system in accordance with City, State, and FTA/DOT policies
and regulations and maintenance of records to document
compliance;

2. Participation in determination of priorities for federal funding
to ensure that funds are effectively utilized and fixed route
transit system goals are attained;

3. Evaluation and preparation of recommendations of'déletions,
additions, or changes to routes and schedules

4. Implementation of adopted fixed route transit system plans
and policies;



5. Assist City staff with preparation of specifications for capital
equipment and supplies;

6. Hire, train, assign, supervise and dismiss all CONTRACTOR
employees; prepare all work schedules to meet requirements
of the contract including completing operator run cuts by
CONTRACTOR personnel;

Manage and administer fixed route transit system personnel
and personnel-related matters, including labor relations,
training and development;

Manage, administer and report as needed on accidents,
claims, and matters of safety and security of the fixed route
transit system and its property;

Provide all parts, supplies, materials, and equipment
necessary for the proper operation of the fleet of revenue
and non-revenue vehicles;

10.Maintain all aspects of the City Transit Facility located at

11.

1850 Broadway, Vallejo; this includes responsibility for
general upkeep of the facility including routine cleaning and
maintenance of the office portion of the facility; provision of
all operating supplies including all paper supplies light bulbs,
cleaning supplies, and all other materials necessary to keep
the facility in excellent condition. Minimum cleaning
standards include cleaning all restrooms, emptying all trash,
replenishing all paper supplies daily. CONTRACTOR is also
responsible for maintaining all maintenance areas in a clean
and organized manner. This includes at a minimum daily
cleaning of all work spaces removing oil and other fluids
from floors or other fixtures, removing all trash and materials
from the shop area, storing all tools and materials in an
organized manner.

Oversee the implementation of and make recommendations
on administrative policies, procedures and record keeping;

12.Contractor is responsible for all aspects of fare handling,

collection, and reporting. This includes: Collect fare
revenues, count and reconcile cash receipts, tally
credit/debit card charges, and deposit collections in City-
owned account on every working day. In addition to
handling all cash, tickets, etc. collected on transit vehicles,



Contractor shall be responsible for other aspects of fare
collection and management. These additional duties
include:

Staff ticket counter at the Vallejo Baylink Ferry
Terminal between the hours of 5:00 AM and 5:00 PM
Monday through Friday and 6:30 AM to 5:00 PM on
Saturday and Sunday. The last and first day of each
month the ticket counter is open until 7:30 PM. In
addition the ticket counter remains open until 5:30 PM
to accommodate increased ridership on San
Francisco Giants game days. This occurs
approximately nine times during the summer months.
Administer vendor program including servicing vendor
outlets that sell Baylink and Vallejo Transit passes
and tickets.

Maintain vendor accounts including financial records,
revenue collection, and a system to verify revenue
collections.

City shall be responsible for the cost of printing all fare
media. City shall also be responsible for contracting with an
armored car service for the routine collection and removal of
cash from the ferry Terminal and the Transit Center.

13. Advise the City on matters of importance to the fixed route

transit system and make recommendations to the City;

14.Review system operations manual, personnel manual and

‘work rules and make recommendations to modify as
appropriate;

15.Oversee fleet maintenance (including preventive

maintenance) and maintain, in good, efficient and
serviceable condition, all tangible assets owned by or placed
in the possession of the City and report annually to the City
that such assets, with the exception of obsolete equipment
recommended for disposal, have been so maintained;

16.Responsible for compliance of the Vallejo Transit operation
with requirements for handling and disposal of hazardous
wastes and associated record keeping;

17.Meet and adhere to fixed route transit system performance

indicators and standards;



18. Gather, prepare, and submit to City all data necesséry to
meet NTD reporting requirements; this shall include both
monthly and annual reporting;

19.Prepare all necessary Drug and Alcohol Testing Reporting;
submit to City no later than March 15 of each contract year;

20. Prepare all necessary reporting to the California Air
Resources Board (CARB) on behalf of the City; submit
necessary report information to City in CARB format no later
than January 15 each contract year,

21.Monitor the efficiency of City’'s transit services and provide
routine reports and recommendations relating to service
modifications, route planning and service design;

22.In coordination with City, define and agree upon
management objectives for the initial year of this Agreement.
These objectives shall be updated annually; and,

23.Gather and provide to City all required National Transit
Database (NTD) statistics and other reporting information in
order to maintain full NTD compliance by the City.

24 CONTRACTOR is responsible for preparing an Emergency
Operating Plan subject to City approval. This Plan must be
kept current and meet all applicable laws and regulations
relative to such plans.

25.Such other responsibilities as may be reasonably assigned.

26.CONTRACTOR shall provide customer service to the
general public. This service shall include provision of
complete route and schedule information, fare payment
information, transfer connection information within the
Vallejo Transit service area and between Vallejo Transit and
other connecting operators, and support services such as
lost and found. Fully trained individuals prepared to provide
customer service must be on duty during all service hours.
Such service shall be provided by a minimum of one (1)
dedicated individual between the hours of 8:00 AM and 5:00
PM Monday through Friday. Additional customer service
support may be provided by other individuals during these
hours in order to provide timely response to inquiries.
During all other hours of operation, customer service may be



provided by trained individuals who also perform other
functions for the CONTRACTOR.

27.CONTRACTOR shall be required to manage the receipt,
disposition and reporting of customer complaints and
commendations. CONTRACTOR shall develop a form
acceptable to the City for the recording of all customer
complaints.and commendations. This shall include a
logging system to allow for tracking of complaints from
receipt to disposition. All complaints will be reported in
summary fashion by category to the City on a monthly basis.
Records of individual complaints will be made available to
the City at any time upon request.

28.Contractor shall provide uniforms for all bus operators. The
uniform standard shall be a light blue broadcloth shirt with
button down collar, navy blue pants, black close toed shoes,
and a uniform jacket. A nhame badge is also required to be
worn by all employees while on duty.

29.Contractor shall also provide uniform coveralls for all
maintenance employees.

30. CONTRACTOR shall provide NIMS Emergency Response
training required to meet federal funding criteria. In addition,
the CONTRACTOR shall be responsible to provide training
and other support as directed by the City of Vallejo.

Corporate Support: Contractor shall provide such technical
assistance, management support and training to CONTRACTOR
personnel as is necessary for successful performance of the
requirements set forth in the Agreement.

DETAILED REQUIREMENTS

Staffing and Personnel

Key Management Personnel

Named Managers. It is agreed by the parties that the individuals
named in CONTRACTOR's proposal for this project will be provided
by CONTRACTOR as General Manager, Assistant General Manager,
Safety and Training Manager, and Maintenance Manager and are




designated Key Managers. All of the appointments shall be for the
duration of this Agreement except as specified herein.

Incapacity of Resident Managers. It is specifically understood and
agreed that, in the event that the General Manager, the Assistant
General Manager, the Safety and Training Manager, or the
Maintenance Manager is deemed to be incapable of performing his or
her duties in a manner acceptable to the City, then CONTRACTOR
will be so advised by the City in writing. In this event, the City may
request that Manager's removal from the City’s transportation system.
CONTRACTOR shall effect such a removal within seven (7) business
days of receipt of written notice from the City. A replacement General
Manager, Assistant General Manager, Safety and Training Manager,
or Maintenance Manager will be assigned by Contractor in
accordance with the provisions specified herein [See “Replacement of
Key Management Personnel,” below].

Disability of Resident Managers. In the event of the disability of either
the General Manager, the Assistant General Manager, the Safety and
Training Manager, or the Maintenance Manager for a period in
excess of two (2) months, Contractor covenants and agrees to secure
a qualified individual to fill the respective position for as long as such
disability may continue or to provide a new Manager, if necessary,
subject to the advice and consent of the City. A replacement General
Manager, Assistant General Manager, Safety and Training Manager,
or Maintenance Manager will be assigned by Contractor in
accordance with the provisions specified herein [See “Replacement of
Key Management Personnel,” below].

Relocation or Reassignment of Key Managers. CONTRACTOR shall
not, during the term of this Agreement and any extensions thereof,
relocate, reassign, or include the named General Manager, Assistant
General Manager, Safety and Training Manager, or the Maintenance
Manager in any written proposal for any other position or location
without the prior written approval of the City.

Replacement of Key Management Personnel. In the event of the
resignation, termination, permanent disability or death of either the
General Manager, Assistant General Manager, Safety and Training
Manager, or Maintenance Manager, CONTRACTOR shall submit a
qualified replacement candidate for City’s approval within thirty (30)
calendar days of that event or CONTRACTOR'’s knowledge of same.
Temporary replacement managers must meet the minimum
qualifications as set forth in this Scope or Work and shall be subject
to the approval of the City. In the event that Contractor does not




submit an acceptable candidate, the City may terminate this
Agreement for convenience upon written notice to Contractor.

Management of - day-to-day operations of the system will be vested in
the full-time General Manager who will be experienced in all aspects
of public transit operations. The person serving as General Manager
shall be approved by the CITY and shall not perform any other duties
for CONTRACTOR, being solely dedicated to management of Vallejo
Transit operations. The General Manager must have the following
professional credentials and experience: Five (5) years of proven
management and leadership experience verifiable by the City;
thorough understanding of public transit operations; direct experience
with unionized workforce; prior transit management experience in a
system of similar size to Vallejo Transit.

In addition, a responsible senior executive employee of
CONTRACTOR will be available at all times, either by phone or in
person, to make decisions or provide coordination as necessary. This
senior executive must be authorized to act on behalf of
CONTRACTOR.

The Key Managers proposed by the CONTRACTOR must be the
individuals who will actually serve in the specified capacities should
the contract be awarded to that firm. Should the firm propose to
provide a Key Manager other than the individual named in the
proposal after contract award, the City retains the right to disqualify
that CONTRACTOR and offer the contract to another vendor. Any
Key Manager assigned to this Project must remain in that position for
a period of at least one (1) year unless the CITY asks the
CONTRACTOR to remove the Manager. If for reasons other than a
personal termination (voluntary resignation) or emergency, any Key
‘Manager, leaves prior to this date, the City at its sole discretion may
immediately assess a penalty equal to one and a half (1%%) times the
Manager's annual salary, collected through a reduction in payment
owed the Contractor in the next invoice cycle, or as otherwise agreed
upon, at the City’s sole discretion. Any Key Manager assigned to fill
the management position on a temporary basis must meet the
qualifications that are stated above for a permanent Manager

If for any reason a Key Manager position is left open or not
permanently filled with a qualified full time Manager approved by the
City, for more than sixty (60) days, a penaity equal to the Manager's
monthly salary may be immediately assessed by the City, and
collected through a reduction in payment owed the Contractor in the
next invoice cycle, or as otherwise agreed to at the City’s discretion.



Such liquidated damages may continue to be assessed for each
subsequent month in which no permanent Manager is designated.

The Assistant General Manager must be capable of filling in for the
General Manager when the General Manager is away from the
operation for any reason. The Assistant General Manager must have
a minimum of three (3) years of management experience including
directly supervising employees; at least two (2) years must be in a
transit operation similar to Vallejo Transit. The Assistant General
Manager must have or obtain within six (6) months of the start of the
contract a Class B Commercial Drivers License with Passenger
Endorsement and be fully qualified to drive any Vallejo Transit
revenue vehicle.

The Safety and Training Manager must be fully qualified to fulfill all
required training requirements for drivers. The Safety and Training
Manager must be have three (3) years of relevant transit safety and
training experience; have verifiable success in managing safety
programs; be capable of managing emergency and transit security
programs. The Safety and Training Manager must have or obtain
within six (6) months of the start of the contract a Class B Commercial
Drivers License with Passenger Endorsement and be fully qualified to
drive any Vallejo Transit revenue vehicle.

The Maintenance Manager must have five (5) years of verifiable
maintenance management experience including a minimum of three
- (3) years in transit maintenance management; must be a journeyman
level mechanic; be familiar with management techniques and
procedures that will maximize shop operating efficiency.

Availability of Resident Management Team: Either the General
Manager or the Assistant General Manager shall be available in the
Vallejo vicinity by telephone or in-person during all hours of the
operational day to make decisions or provide coordination as
necessary. In the event the General Manager will be absent from the
operating facility for more than eight continuous business hours, the
CONTRACTOR shall provide written notice to the City’s
Transportation Division Superintendent, or designee, indicating the
expected period of absence and the individual who will be functioning
in the place of the General Manager. :

The General Manager and Assistant General Manager shall be
available to meet with appropriate City and citizen committees as
necessary. City shall be notified of such meetings and provided with a
summary of the issues of relevance to the City's transit program.



CONTRACTOR shall be required to possess and have available for
the Vallejo Transit contract operation an individual(s) familiar with and
capable of applying the Trapeze FX Fixed Route computer module
and the Blockbuster module for run cutting and driver scheduling.
The City owns the Trapeze software and pays all licensing fees.
CONTRACTOR must also possess and make available such
Information Technology (IT) capability as necessary to support the
use of the Trapeze application.

Operating Staff

Staffing Levels: CONTRACTOR shall at all times be responsible for
employing sufficient and properly trained personnel to perform the
administrative, operating, and maintenance functions necessary to
operate the City’s fixed route transit system, Vallejo Transit.

Personnel Policies:

1. The CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible for the
satisfactory work performance of all employees and for
meeting any reasonable performance standards described in
the RFP or established by the City.

2. The contractor shall be solely responsible for payment of all
employees' wages and benefits, in accordance with the
payment schedules established for this project.
CONTRACTOR's personnel wages and work hours shall be in
accord with the local, county and state regulations affecting
such personnel.

3. Without any expense to the City, the contractor shall comply
- with the requirements of employee liability, worker's
compensation, unemployment insurance and social security for

all personnel.

4. The CONTRACTOR shall hold harmless the City from any
liability, damages, claims, costs and expenses of any nature
arising from alleged violations of personnel practices and any
claims or judgments not related to the management of Vallejo
Transit. -

5. CONTRACTOR shall remove from City services any personnel
provided by the CONTRACTOR for the non-performance of
the work described herein upon request of the City. Said
request shall indicate the cause for such request.

CONTRACTOR shall have a personnel program, which
includes recruitment, hiring, training and performance review.

CONTRACTOR shall use appropriate driver screening and
selection criteria in order to employ drivers. These criteria will
include State of California PULL Notice driver’s license check
and physical examination sufficient to meet applicable
requirements for vehicle operations. Contractor will comply
with FTA drug and alcohol testing requirements.

CONTRACTOR shall at all times comply with applicable state
and federal employment laws, including Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964, as amended.

CONTRACTOR shall develop, implement and maintain a
formal training and retraining program, which shall be subject
to review and approval by the City. An outline 6f the training
program, including periodic updates, shall be on file at the City.
All drivers, dispatchers, telephone information personnel and
supervisors shall participate in the program.

Training to be provided to all driving peréonnel shallinclude but
not be limited to:

a.Commercial Driver's License for drivers of vehicles carrying
10 or more passengers including the driver (calculated
without considering wheelchair securement areas);

b.Verification of Transit Training (VTT) for any driver who will
operate a transit bus providing regularly scheduled
transportation for which a fare is charged; and,

c. The assistance and transport of individuals with disabilities as
required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Dispatchers, telephone operators, supervisors and any other
personnel who may from time to time be assigned to telephone
information lines shall be trained in: customer relations skills;
telephone manners; accident/incident procedures; Vallejo
Transit routes, schedules, transfer points, fares, and policies;
and the City’'s Runabout paratransit program. Effective
customer services skills are a primary indicator of the service
quality of the Vallejo Transit service and are of foremost
importance to the City. The Contractor shall implement both
effective training and effective management programs to
insure consistently high quality customer service capabilities.



12. Contractor shall maintain an up-to-date personnel roster, which
shall be made available to the City upon request.

13. All personnel assigned to this project shall have a thorough
knowledge of the City transit services.

14. All project personnel shall maintain a professional, courteous
attitude, answering to the best of their ability any passenger
questions regarding the provision of service. Discourtesy,
rudeness or the use of profanity will not be tolerated and may
be grounds for immediate removal of the offending employee
from performing work in City services.

15. Personnel shall report all passenger complaints and/or any
operational problems. The logging of complaints shall include
a narrative description of the complaint using a format to be
approved by the City. ' '

16. Drivers and other personnel shall aCcurater complete and
submit daily the required operating reports.

17. CONTRACTOR shall perform pre-employment drug and
alcohol screening, DMV check, physicals, and criminal
background checks of all employees associated with this
agreement and shall undertake the steps necessary to assure
that all such employees perform their duties in a safe, legal,
professional manner at all times.

18. All Employees in Safety Sensitive Employee Positions
(e.g., mechanics, drivers, road supervisors, trainers, and
dispatchers, anyone operating or maintaining a Vallejo Transit
vehicle): Such employees shall be subject to passing pre-
employment, post-accident, and reasonable cause drug and
alcohol tests, consistent with federal and state requirements,
specifically FTA Drug & Alcohol testing requirements as stated
in 49 CFR Part 655 and 40, which includes random testing,.
CONTRACTOR's personnel program shall be designed to
protect the safety and well being of passengers, employees,

and property.
Maintenance
CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for the maintenance of all

assets, which the City makes available for the provision of the transit
service. Such assets shall include, but not be limited to: vehicles,



communication systems, facilities, and all other equipment required in
connection with the operation of City transit services. Said equipment
shall be maintained in a safe and operable condition at all times and
in accordance with manufacturer's recommended maintenance
procedures, as well as with applicable federal and state regulations.

CONTRACTOR shall maintain all City provided vehicles in
accordance with the Vallejo Transit Maintenance Plan included in
Section VII. All services and maintenance functions shall be
performed in compliance with this Plan.

Two alternative bus replacement schedules are included in this RFP.
The first is a conservative estimate based upon known or committed
funding. The second is an estimate based upon actual system needs
with some portion of the necessary funding yet to be identified.
CONTRACTOR’s must submit two alternative maintenance pricing
scenarios, one for each projected fleet mix. Price forms included in
Section VIII identify each alternative fleet configuration.

The City will assign the responsibility for warranty compliance to the
selected contractor. Reimbursement for warranty work will be a
management function of the CONTRACTOR.

On a monthly basis and when requested, a concise summary of the
maintenance services provided shall be provided to the City. The City
reserves the right to conduct scheduled and unscheduled vehicle
maintenance inspections to ensure Contractor's compliance with
established maintenance programs and overall performance of the
maintenance system.

Inventory

CONTRACTOR shall be required to provide and maintain an
inventory of parts and supplies sufficient to ensure timely
performance of vehicle maintenance and fleet availability to meet all
operating schedules. The existing inventory of parts and supplies is
- owned by the City. The CONTRACTOR will be required to purchase
this inventory from the City at the outset of the contract.

A complete physical inventory will be conduced at the time of contract
start to arrive at the final value of the inventory. A physical inventory
was performed on June 30, 2007, and was valued at $ $333,516.
This value should be used in preparing the price proposal for this
submittal. An adjusted value will be negotiated with the successful
CONTRACTOR at the time of the final inventory completed on or
about December 31, 2007.



Insurance

The City is a member of the California Transit Insurance Pool
(CalTIP), which provides liability insurance for the City’s transit and
service vehicles and will add Contractor as an additional insured to
the City liability policy. Contractor shall assist the City in maintaining
the CalTIP insurance coverage and shall ensure that all other
insurance coverages as specified herein are secured and maintained
in force throughout the term of the Agreement and any extensions
thereof. All insurance coverage shall be carried with companies,
which are satisfactory to the City. Unless otherwise specified, the
cost of all insurance, except for CalTIP premiums, (CONTRACTOR
shall be responsible for CalTIP deductible or self insured retention
with no annual limitation) shall be paid by CONTRACTOR and shall
be included in the Price offered.

Contractor shall furnish certificate(s) to the City evidencing Employee
Dishonesty and Workers Compensation insurance coverage. The
certificate(s) shall contain an endorsement requiring that written
notice be given to the City at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to
termination, cancellation, or reduction in coverage in any policy. The
Comprehensive General Liability Insurance and Comprehensive

- Automobile Liability Insurance policies must include the City as an
additional insured with respect to liability arising out of the
performance of this contract.

Performance Surety

See Contract Performance Bond requirements.

The City reserves the right to waive the requirement for the
Performance Bond if, in the City's opinion, the Contractor
demonstrates sufficient commitment and expertise to warrant the
reduction of this requirement. If the City waives the requirement for
the Performance Bond, Contractor and City shall negotiate an
appropriate reduction in Contractor's monthly management fee
equivalent to Contractor's expense for the bond.

Revenues

All operating revenues shall be considered City funds. Operating
revenues include all revenues derived from the operation of the transit
service, including, but not limited to, all cash fare box revenue, bus
pass sales, advertising revenues, and other miscellaneous activities.
The Contractor shall receive, collect, and deposit all of the aforesaid
revenue collected in its operation of the transit service into a special
City revenue account. The handling of fare box cash shall be in a
manner responsive to the highest standards of multiple audit controls
and shall be subject to City audit and inspection at any time.
Contractor shall maintain a Fidelity Bond (Employee Dishonesty
Insurance) as detailed in the table above to protect the City in the
event of fraud, theft, or dishonesty in the fare collection, deposit, or
reconciliation process.

Records and Reporting

CONTRACTOR shall maintain all project records as requested by the
City. Such records shall include, but not be limited to:

Complete system operating information including but not limited to
passenger data by fare and passenger category; number of
wheelchair boardings; total vehicle miles, vehicle revenue miles, total
vehicle hours, vehicle revenue hours, fares collected, transfers,
accidents by FTA category, fuel consumption, road calls, on-time
samples, and data regarding complaints received.

Complete maintenance records complying with all CHP and DOT
regulations must be kept by CONTRACTOR. This shall include but



not be limited to repair orders by vehicle, driver defect reports, sublet
repair records and nay other records required by City.
CONTRACTOR shall assist and cooperate with CITY in any
implementation of an electronic record keeping system during the
term of this agreement.

CONTRACTOR, with City assistance, will prepare the FTA National
Transit Database reports, including on-board operational data
sampling utilizing FTA-recommended sampling techniques, or by
collecting 100% of the data. Summary reports as defined by the City
shall be provided to the City monthly, and shall be received by the
City no later than the 15th calendar day of the following month.

Legal and Regulatory Requirements

CONTRACTOR shall at all times be fully informed of, and in
compliance with all existing and future federal, state, and local laws,
ordinances, and regulations which may in any manner effect the
fulfillment of the Agreement, including, but not limited to the Federal:

- Americans with Disabilities Act, Prevention of Drug and Alcohol
Misuse in Transit Programs, DOT Driver Training and Hours of
Service Regulations, Acquisition Regulations including the Buy
America Provisions, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, Clean Air Act;
Clean Water Act; Resource Conservation and Recovery Act;
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability
Act, and State: Water Quality Control, Air Quality, Solid Waste
Management, Hazardous Waste Disposal, and Underground Storage
Tank Regulation.

The federal government is a financial participant in this contract and
the CONTRACTOR shall be bound by all applicable federal law,
administrative rulings, regulation, directives, and all financial
assistance contracts between the City and the federal government.
CONTRACTOR shall be required to assume the current 13(c)
Agreement, as written or as amended or replaced in the future, and
comply with its terms.

CONTRACTOR shall ensure that the Vallejo Transit service is in full
compliance with all requirements for handling, disposal and record
keeping pertaining to hazardous wastes. Any documentation required
for compliance shall be signed by, and is the responsibility of the
CONTRACTOR.

CONTRACTOR shall ensure that all required federal, state, and local
permits and licenses are maintained at all times, and that all required
charges and fees are paid.



Transition Requirements

Upon termination or expiration of the Agreement, the Contractor shall
do all things reasonably necessary to provide for an orderly transfer of
responsibility for transit operations to a successor designated by the
City. Such actions shall include, but not be limited to, execution of
any necessary documents and providing information, accumulated
documentation and records relating to transit operations and any
personnel matters.

Respondents to this RFP must provide a detailed service start-up and
transition plan, including a proposed budget for the CONTRACTOR'’s
activities. Adherence to the milestones presented in the
Respondent’s plan, and the commitment of resources indicated in the
plan shall be a measure of contractual compliance. CONTRACTOR's
costs of start-up activities shall be identified and shall be amortized
into the CONTRACTOR's monthly management fee during the base
term of the contract. Successor Contractor shall take appropriate
steps to ensure the maximum retention of current drivers and staff in
good standing.

PROJECT DIRECTION

The City of Vallejo will be represented in this project by the
Transportation Superintendent or the designee of this individual, who
will have responsibility of the direction, review and approval of all
work, including the day-to-day liaison, coordination and monitoring of
the Contractor's performance.



EXHIBIT B
A. INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION REQUIREMENTS
1. INDEMNIFICATION

CONTRACTOR shall and does hereby indemnify the CITY and the
vehicle against, and hold the CITY harmless from, any and all claims,
actions, penalties, suits, proceedings, damages, costs, expenses
(including attorneys' fees and disbursements), obligations, liabilities and
liens, on account of personal injury, property damage or otherwise,
imposed on or incurred by or asserted against CITY or its successors or
assigns or on the vehicles, including without limitation attorneys' fees
incurred on account of any of the forgoing, in any way relating to or arising
out of this Contract and/or Contract's possession, use, and operations of
the vehicles, unless caused by CITY's sole negligence, or wiliful
misconduct as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction.

CITY shall indemnify and hold harmless (including costs and legal fees)
CONTRACTOR of and from any claims, actions, penalties, suits,
proceedings, damages, costs, expenses, liabilities and liens regarding the
vehicles arising prior to CONTRACTOR's acceptance of vehicles.

CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract
insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property
which may arise from or in connection with the performance of work
hereunder by the CONTRACTOR, their agents, representatives, or
employees or subcontractors that is not covered under the CalTIP insurance
provided by CITY as described below. Such insurance shall not be construed
to relieve the CONTRACTOR of any liability in excess of such coverage.
The cost of such insurance shall be included in the CONTRACTOR'S rate.

2. INSURANCE (Non Vehicle)

The CONTRACTOR shall assume all responsibility for damage to CITY
owned property or injuries to persons caused by any equipment of any kind
furnished by him under the contract or by the use of CITY Equipment
provided to CONTRACTOR and operation thereof (except for Fixed Route
Buses and support vehicle).

CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract
insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property
which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work
hereunder by the CONTRACTOR. Such insurance shall not be construed to
relieve the CONTRACTOR of any liability in excess of such coverages. The



cost of such insurance shall be included in the CONTRACTOR'S rate.

5. Vehicle Liability and Damage Insurance

CONTRACTOR understands that the CITY is a member of the California
Transit Insurance Pool (CalTIP), which provides liability insurance for the
CITY's transit and service vehicles and will add CONTRACTOR as an
additional insured to the CITY liability policy.

CITY liability insurance shall be provided and maintained throughout the life
of the contract at $10,000,000 per occurrence, as follows:

$25,000 — CITY self-insured retention

$475,000 - in excess of self-insured retention with the California Transit
Insurance Pool (CalTIP)

$9.5 million in excess of CalTIP

CONTRACTOR understands that the CITY procures transit vehicle physical
damage through CalTIP.

CONTRACTOR shall give prompt notice to the CITY and its claims adjuster
of any occurrence, accident, loss, incident or event, which might give rise to
aclaim. That notice mustinclude the date, time, place and circumstances of
the occurrence including the names and addresses of any potential
claimants and/or witnesses.

CONTRACTOR shall not engage in investigation or settlement of any
occurrence save and except as specifically called upon by the CITY or its
claims adjuster to do so in order to cooperate with the adjuster in the
performance of their duties.

CONTRACTOR understands that CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for
payment of the entire self insured retention of the first $25,000 of each
occurrence for events covered by CalTIP insured liabilities as well as the
deductable ($2,000 for City owned support vehicles and $5,000 for City
owned revenue vehicles) for CalTIP insured vehicle physical damage.

Minimum Scope of Insurance

Coverage shall be at least as broad as:

1. Insurance Services Office form number GL 0002 (Ed. 1/73) covering
Comprehensive General Liability and Insurance Services Office form



number GL 0404 covering Broad Form Comprehensive General
Liability; or Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability
coverage (occurrence form CG 0001).

2. Insurance Services Office form number CA 0001 (Ed. 1/78) covering
Automobile Liability, code 1 any auto and endorsement CA 0025.

3. Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of
California and Employer’s Liability Insurance.

4, Professional Liability
insurance appropriate to the CONTRACTOR'’S profession (Errors and
Omission).

6. Minimum Limits of Insurance

CONTRACTOR shall maintain limits no less than:

1. General Liability: $5,000,000 per occurrence for bodily
injury, personal injury and property damage. If Commercial
General Liability Insurance or other form with a general
aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall
apply separately to this project/location or the general
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability: CONTRACTOR is solely responsible for
providing coverage of CITY vehicles for the first $10,000 of any
occurrence. CITY shall be responsible for the remaining
$15,000 of required self insured retention.

3. Physical Damage: For the actual cash value of the CITY’s
owned buses and equipment.

4. Employer's Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for
bodily injury or disease.

5. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability: $1,000,000
per accident for bodily injury or disease. If CONTRACTOR is
not subject to California Workers' Compensation requirements,
CONTRACTOR shall file a completed certificate of exemption
form which may be obtained from the County prior to
commencing any activity authorized hereunder.



6. Professional Liability (Errors and Omission): $1,000,000
combined single limit per occurrence, and annual aggregate.

Deductible and Self-Insured Retention

Any deductibles or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved
by the City. At the option of the City, either: the insurer shall reduce or
eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retention as respects the City of
Vallejo, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers; or the
CONTRACTOR shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and
related investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.

7. Other Insurance Provisions

The general liability and automobile liability policies, as can be provided, are
to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

1. The City of Vallejo, its officers, officials, employees, agents and
volunteers are to be covered as additional insureds as respects;
liability, including defense costs, arising out of activities performed by
or on behalf of the CONTRACTOR; products and completed
operations of the CONTRACTOR; premises owned, occupied or used
by the CONTRACTOR; or automobiles owned, leased, hired or
borrowed or while operating buses owned by the CITY, or on behalf of
the CONTRACTOR; And with respect to liability arising out of work or
operations performed by or on behalf of the CONTRACTOR including
materials, parts or equipment furnished in connection with such work
or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form
of an endorsement to the CONTRACTOR'S insurance, or as a
separate owners policy (CG 20 10 11 85) The coverage shall contain
no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the City of
Vallejo, its officers, officials, employees, agents or volunteers. The
insurance is to be issued by companies licensed to do business in the
State of California.

2. For any claims related to this contract, the CONTRACTOR's
insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the City of
Vallejo, its officers, officials, employees, agents and volunteers. Any
insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City of Vallejo, its
officers, officials, employees, agents or volunteers shall be excess of
the CONTRACTOR's insurance and shall not contribute with it.



3. Any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies
including breaches of warranties shall not affect coverage provided to
the City, its officers, officials, employees, agents or volunteers.

4, The CONTRACTOR'’s insurance shall apply separately to each
insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with
respect to the limits of the insurer’s liability.

5. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to
state that coverage shall not be suspended, voided, canceled by
either party, reduced in coverage or in limits except after thirty (30)
days’ prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested,
has been given to the City.

6. Coverage shall not extend to any indemnity coverage for the active
negligence of the additional insured in any case where an agreement
to indemnify the additional insured would be invalid under Subdivision
(b) of Section 2782 of the Civil Code.

F. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best's rating of no
less than A:VIL.

G. Verification of Coverage

CONTRACTOR shall furnish the City with original endorsements effecting
general and automobile liability insurance coverage required by this clause.
The endorsements are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to
bind coverage on its behalf. All endorsements are to be received and
approved by the City before work commences.

8. Subcontractors

CONTRACTOR shall include all subcontractors as insureds under its
policies or shall furnish separate certificates and endorsements for each
subcontractor. All coverage for subcontractors shall be subject to all of the
requirements stated herein.



EXHIBIT C
COMPENSATION

9. PRICE

Price Proposal Forms offered by CONTRACTOR Proposal submitted
in response to CITY RFP #08-20-07 are incorporated herein by
reference.

Compensation for this contract will be based upon a combination of a
fixed monthly fee and a variable number of actual Service Hours
multiplied by a fixed Service Hour Rate.

Fixed Monthly Rate + (Actual Service Hours x Service Hour Rate) =
Total Invoice

A Maximum Number of Annual Service Hours will be determined
annually by the CITY and the CONTRACTOR will not exceed that
Maximum Number of Annual Service Hours without written
authorization from the CITY. Any request to increase the Maximum
Number of Annual Service Hours from the CONTRACTOR will clearly
state that they are expecting the Maximum Number of Service Hours
to be exceed at the present service level, and that CONTRACTOR is
requesting an increase in the Maximum Number of Annual Service
Hours. Any such request will be accompanied by a full explanation of
the reasons for the request and alternatives to an increase in the
Maximum Number of Service Hours. The established Maximum
Number of Service Hours will not be exceeded without prior written
CITY authorization at the CONTRACTOR'S sole risk.

The City hereby establishes the number of annual vehicle service
hours at 91,711 for the base term of the contract. The contract not to
exceed maximum for each year of the base term shall be as follows:

April 1, 2008 — March 31, 2009: $7,236,557
April 1, 2009 — March 31, 2010: $7,463,381
April 1, 2010 — March 31, 2011: $7,815,616

Any adjustment in routes or service hours must be approved in
advance by the Transportation Superintendent.



Pricing for each of the option periods will be negotiable up to a cap
based upon application of the Consumer Price Index — All Urban
Consumers for the San Francisco — Oakland — San Jose area as of
October 1 of that year to the rate in place for the immediately
preceding the year.

EXHIBIT E
CHANGES IN LEVEL OF SERVICE
Service Levels. The Base Service Level shall represent the

operation of Fixed Route Transit Service services and will amount
to approximately 93,366 annual vehicle service hours annually.

The CITY may increase, decrease, or otherwise change the service
to be provided. Changes to service levels are provided as follows:

Emergency Adjustments. Temporary emergency adjustments in
service may be initiated either by CITY or CONTRACTOR only in
the event of an emergency or circumstance which requires a detour
or an adjustment in routing or scheduling under circumstances
where there is no opportunity for the parties to confer; provided,
however, that such adjustments do not constitute a substantial
change as defined below. The party initiating the emergency
adjustment shall notify the other party immediately of such
occurrence. The Transportation Superintendent shall specify steps
to be taken by CONTRACTOR to notify patrons of the change in
routing and/or scheduling necessitated by such emergency
adjustments, and/or modifications to the emergency adjustments
made by CONTRACTOR. In making temporary emergency
adjustments, should the CONTRACTOR incur added expenses
beyond those compensated under the primary terms of this
Contract, the CITY and CONTRACTOR shall negotiate a fair and
equitable adjustment in compensation for service.

Non-Substantial Changes in Service Level. The CITY, through the
Transportation Superintendent, may order non-substantial
increases, decreases or other alterations to the service upon
written notice to the CONTRACTOR. Said notice shall specify the
change(s) requested and the effective date(s). CONTRACTOR
shall be allowed thirty (30) days to implement non-substantial
changes; however, CITY shall endeavor to provide CONTRACTOR
with earlier notice whenever possible.

Substantial Changes in Service Level. Definition: Any proposed
change in the service level shall be deemed substantial if such
results in one or more of the following conditions:

An increase of 20% or more in total service hours, as
computed from the Beginning Service Level;



A decrease of 20% or more in total service hours, as
computed from the Beginning Service Level; or, the
cumulative total of non-substantial service changes over a
period of time that results in a service level either more than
20% above or 20% below the established Beginning Service
Level.

Notice: CONTRACTOR shall be given no less than thirty (30) days
written notice of the intent to order such substantial changes, and
shall have an opportunity to be heard prior to adoption of such
order.

Compensation: In the event of Non-Substantial service changes,
compensation to CONTRACTOR shall be at the rates specified
herein.

In the event of Substantial Service Changes, as defined above, the
rates of compensation specified herein may be subject to mutual
review and renegotiation.

Changes in Subsidiary Duties. The Transportation Superintendent
may request changes in CONTRACTOR's reporting requirements,
training and safety programs, preventive maintenance and repair
programs, inventory requirements, testing procedures, personnel
practices, and/or other operating details relating to the Fixed Route
Transit Service that do not result in changes to the service level. If
CONTRACTOR declines such requests, or such request would
result in a material increase in CONTRACTOR's costs or in the
time required for performance, CONTRACTOR shall notify CITY
within seven (7) days after receipt of such request and shall submit
a claim detailing such objections and/or increases. The parties
shall negotiate an equitable settlement of CONTRACTOR's claim,
which reflects actual increases or decreases in CONTRACTOR's
total costs to perform this Contract caused by the change in
question.
