Disclosure Requirements:  Government Code Section 84308 (d) sets forth disclosure requirements which apply to persons 
who actively support or oppose projects in which they have a "financial interest", as that term is defined by the Political Reform 
Act of 1974.  If you fall within that category, and if you (or your agent) have made a contribution of $250 or more to any group 
member within the last twelve months to be used in a federal, state or local election, you must disclose the fact of that 
contribution in a statement to the group. 
 
Disability Accommodation: Vallejo City Hall is ADA compliant. Devices for the hearing impaired are available from the City 
Clerk. Requests for disability related modifications or accommodations, aids or services may be made by a person with a 
disability to the City Clerk no less than 72 hours prior to the meeting as required by Section 202 of the Americans with 
Disabilities Act of 1990 and the federal rules and regulations adopted in implementation thereof.
